Rationale

TS 37.340 [1] takes the approach of specifying all the dual connectivity cases when connected to a 5G core using one set of flow independently of whether the Master Node is a gNB or a ng-eNB and similarly for the Secondary Node. The attachment to this contribution contains a draft CR that takes the same approach, i.e. specify one common set of procedures for all cases and just highlight the differences. The draft CR does not try to cover all the details but mostly focuses on the handling of the root key for the Secondary Node and the algorithm negotiation (which follows LTE dual connectivity and EN-DC). Feedback is requested from SA3 on the approach taken on format of the draft with the intention of bringing a complete CR at the next meeting based on the feedback.
