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	Reason for change:
	It is clear that ng-eNB does not support user plane integrity protection in the present specification. However, it is not clear in TS 33.501 whether to support user plane integrity protection at SgNB for MR-DC, i.e., MN is ng-eNB and SN is gNB. It was discussed during the SA3 #91 meeting that user plane integrity protection for MR-DC is not supported when MN is a ng-eNB and SN is a SgNB due to configuration as well as implementation complexity and the NOTE in clause 6.10.4 was intended to capture the resulting agreement. However, it turned out that the NOTE is not clear enough, so this CR clarifies the agreement.

	It is specified that for MR-DC, user plane integrity protection is not supported when the MN is ng-eNB and SN is gNB.

6.10.1.1
General
This clause describes the security functions necessary to support a UE that is simultaneously connected to more than one NG-RAN node, i.e., Multi-RAT dual connectivity (MR-DC) with 5GC as described in TS 37.340 [51]. The security functions are described in the context of the functions controlling the dual connectivity. For MR-DC, user plane integrity protection is not supported at the ng-eNB nor is it supported at secondary gNB when the master node is an ng-eNB.
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
