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1. Overall Description:

The ITS spectrum (i.e., 5.9GHz) is allocated in some regions, e.g., USA, Europe, China, where the spectrum is only allowed for ITS services and may be further divided into several bands, with each band being designated to a specific type of ITS service, e.g., safety ITS service, non-safety ITS service and etc. 
To enable proper use of the spectrum, 3GPP defines a mechanism for selecting the frequency resource for ITS  transmission according to the PSID/ITS-AID provided by application layer. However, there is no mechanism now to prevent the PSID/ITS-AID being mis-used by the other non-ITS applications, or the abuse of PSID/ITS-AID by ITS applications for different ITS services.

SA6 would like to ask 5GAA, ETSI ITS, SAE the following questions:

Do 5GAA, ETSI ITS, SAE think the issue of improper use of ITS dedicated spectrum within a V2X UE should be solved?

Have 5GAA, ETSI ITS, SAE considered to address the above issue in some fashion?

Are 5GAA, ETSI ITS, SAE expecting any assistance from the underlaying layers (e.g., V2X application enabler layer defined in 3GPP TR 23.795) to solve the above issue?
