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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thanks CT1 for the LS on Provision of ngKSI to UE at EAP-Request/AKA'-Challenge. SA3 discussed the CT1 LS and accepted CT1’s recommendation that the ngKSI and the ABBA shall be provided to the UE at EAP-Request/ AKA'-Challenge message in EAP-AKA’. Meanwhile, SA3 kindly asks CT1 to take into account the attached CR (S3-182534) showing that the ngKSI and the ABBA shall be sent in each Authentication Request message (in addition to with the EAP-Success).  
In the case that the UE receives different ngKSI or ABBA parameters, the UE shall use the last received ones (i.e. the one with the EAP Success).

SA3 has a comment on the following text from CT1

•
A majority of companies in CT1 thinks there may be abnormal situations where the UE can have more than one (partial) security contexts. CT1 would like to avoid provision of two ngKSI in the SECURITY MODE COMMAND message to resolve such abnormal use cases.
The AMF shall always activate the freshest native context if it is running a NAS SMC procedure. Put another way, if the AMF has run an EAP authentication and successfully created a native context, then any NAS Security Mode Command containing an EAP-Success for this partial context shall activate that partial context. Given the above, one ngKSI in the NAS Security Mode Command seems to be sufficient even if there could be multiple security contexts in the UE.
