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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thank SA2 for the liaison statement (S2-1811568/S3-183287) on initial NAS security. 
SA3 discussed the incoming LS and the protection for S-NSSAI on the RRC interface. SA3 concluded that if both the home and serving operator have the ability to prevent the UE from sending S-NSSAIs before the activation of security, then sending the S-NSSAIs in the clear on the RRC interface is an acceptable compromise of user privacy against network functionality. SA3 observe that the mechanism proposed in S2-1811565 achieves that control provided the UE returns to the default behaviour after an unsuccessful initial registration on a particular PLMN.
