Key Issue #G: Generating SUPI/SUCI for FN-RG that access 5GC over the Wireline network
5.G.1
Key issue details
SA2 has endorsed Solution #23 and Solution #28 in clause 6.23 and 6.28 respectively of TR 23.716 as the basis for normative work for the scenario of connecting legacy RG (FN-RG) to the 5G core. 

Solution #23 specifes a procedure for registration and session management of FN-RG via W-5GAN. Solution #28 specifies the use of Line ID as an input to generate a SUPI/SUCI for the given FN-RG. The SUCI, thus generated, is sent by the FAGF to the AMF in the NAS registration request it builds on behalf of the RG. The SUCI is also expected to include other parameters such as Home Network Identifier of the operator owning the FN-RG. 
This key issue studies further the format of SUPI for legacy RGs, and which parameters, if any, need concealment when generating SUCI from the SUPI.
5.G.2
Security threats
From the 5GC perspective, the SUPI uniquely identifies the device/UE that is registering with it for 5G access. It is therefore important to ensure that appropriate parameters are included when deriving a SUPI for an FN-RG that is provided access to 5GC through the FAGF. 

If privacy of Line Id needs to be maintained when sent from AGF towards AMF, Line Id has to be concealed within the SUCI.
5.G.3
Potential Security requirements
SUPI shall be derived from Line Id such that it effectively identifies the FN-RG in 5GC.
Line Id should be concealed when sent over N2 from FAFG to AMF.
