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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thank CT1 for the LS (S3-191121/C1-191685) on Use of SUCI in NAS signalling.

In their LS, CT1 ask SA3 the following question:

“Question 1: Does SA3 see any security issues with not restricting the identity request procedure for SUCI to the registration procedure?”

CT1 also ask SA3 to update stage-2 specs if required.

SA3 would like to provide the following response. 

“SUCI is a privacy preserving identifier containing the concealed SUPI. Sending SUCI in procedures other than the registration procedure doesn’t introduce new security issues.”

Per CT1’s request on the update of stage 2 spces, SA3 agree a CR (S3-191306) to modify the restrictions in clause 6.12.2 of TS 33.501 to allow more situations.
However, SA3 identified the guidance of when to use the identification procedure in clause 6.12.4 of TS 33.501, as following

“The subscriber identification mechanism may be invoked by the serving network when the UE cannot be identified by means of a temporary identity (5G-GUTI). In particular, it should be used when the serving network cannot retrieve the SUPI based on the 5G-GUTI by which the subscriber identifies itself on the radio path.”

This guidance still needs to be followed when developing stage 3 specs.
