Overall description
CT1 is aligning the 5GS NAS specification for Rel-15 with TS 33.501 for the common 5G NAS security context handling for a UE that is registered to the same PLMN over the 3GPP access and non-3GPP access, and a 5G NAS security change is performed over one access.
When the UE performs an inter system change from S1 mode to NI mode in 5GMM-CONNECTED, the AMF and the UE derive a mapped 5G NAS security context for the 3GPP access in 5GS. For a UE that is already registered over the non-3GPP access to the same PLMN, CT1 would like to ask SA3 the following question:
Question: After the inter system change, is the AMF and UE mandated to take in use the mapped 5G NAS security context for the non-3GPP access?
