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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 thanks SA3 on LS on Handling of UE radio network capabilities in 4G and 5G.  

RAN2 intends to agree CRs to NR and LTE RRC spec in Rel-15 on network requirements.  The RAN2 endorsed NR RRC CR is attached for information.

RAN2 would like to verify if it is allowed to send the UE capability retrieved without security to other RAN nodes for unauthenticated emergency calls.  This is required to support handover for these connections.  RAN2 would also like to point out that network will always run the security procedure with NULL algorithms even for unauthenticated emergency calls.  

RAN2 has not yet endorsed the LTE CR as RAN2 was unsure whether NB-IoT CP solution is exempted from this requirement.

RRC specification do not normally capture normative network behaviour in detail.  Hence, RAN2 would prefer to capture all the exceptions and mandatory network requirements in SA3 stage 2 specifications. 
 


2. Actions:
To SA3:
RAN2 respectfully requests SA3 to take note of the NR CR for Rel-15 and preference to capture the mandatory network requirements with exceptions in SA3 specifications.  
RAN2 also respectfully requests SA3 to provide feedback on the following questions:
Question 1: Is AS security required for UE capability enquiry for NB-IoT CP solution?
Question 2: Is it allowed to send UE capability retrieved without security to other RAN nodes for unauthenticated emergency calls?
