To avoid the privacy issue on CAG ID leakage during CAG access control, CAG ID shall be sent protected using the NAS signalling. 
UE shall send the CAG ID in the initial NAS message as a non-cleartext IE. NG-RAN node passes its supported list of CAG IDs along with the NAS message to the AMF. The AMF shall check whether the CAG-ID the UE is trying to access is on the list of CAG IDs supported by the NG-RAN Node and allowed to be accessed by the UE based on the subscription data.
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
