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The accompanying document is the T1P1.5 LI meeting report for August 7th, 2003 (Colorado Springs, Colorado). 

Some key aspects of the T1P1.5 report:

· J-STD-025-B with cdma2000 Packet Data Support is in balloting. Balloting completes in September and ballot comment resolution is planned for September 29-30. The cdma2000 Packet Data LI solution is very similar to the TS 33.108 GPRS/UMTS Packet Data Solution. The FBI has expressed concerns about the lack of support for Packet Activity in J-STD-025-B for cdma2000 Packet Data.

· TS 33.108 Release 5 with support for GPRS/UMTS Packet Data and the UMTS IMS Domain (e.g., VoIP) is in balloting. Balloting completes in September and ballot comment resolution will occur in November. The FBI has expressed concerns about the lack of support in TS 33.108 for Packet Activity (the Packet Domain) and Dialed Digit Extraction (the IMS Domain).
· T1P1.5 briefly looked at Wireless Local Area Network Interworking (WLAN) from a U.S. LI regulatory perspective and found nothing unique about the service with respect to the U.S. LI regulatory environment. Given the current WLAN architecture, the expressed conclusion was no new UMTS LI capabilities are needed at this time as the existing capabilities in TS 33.108 appear to be sufficient. Further review should wait until the architecture is mature and settled.
· T1P1.5 briefly looked at Multimedia Broadcast/Multicast Service (MBMS) from a U.S. LI regulatory perspective. Comment was made that this may be an Information Service according to CALEA. If so, LI support is not required by CALEA for this service. The expressed conclusion was no new UMTS LI capabilities are needed at this time. The issue of the MBMS service being an information service is open.

· T1P1.5 looked in more detail at a solution for Dialed Digit Extraction (DDE). Several scenarios were addressed and a number of issues were identified for each scenario. There is agreement that DDE shall be done on a per warrant/lawful authorization basis in the U.S.. There are a number of issues with respect to U.S. Pen Register and Trap&Trace warrants requiring DDE which must be addressed. Note was made that the FBI has cited TS 33.108 R5 as deficient in that it lacks a DDE solution.
· T1/T1P1/T1S1 is in discussion with TIA on two newly proposed joint projects on Lawful Intercept:

· New CALEA Capabilities for Voice over Packet (VoP)
· Additional LAES Capabilities not Required by CALEA

· T1S1.LAES is progressing work on a LI solution for VoP in a wireline environment. Current plans are to be ballot ready by the end of November 2003 (noted to be an optimistic plan). The T1S1.LAES solution provides an option for a ‘Direct Signal Reporting’ (DSR) capability similar in concept to the TS 33.108 IMS Domain ‘SIP-Message REPORT Record’. The specification also has support for mapping VoP signalling (e.g., SIP) onto J-STD-025 call events and associated messaging (e.g., Origination, Answer, Termination Attempt).
