Announcements and Information

a. 3GPP SA3-LI (T1P1/2003-012) - The draft 3GPP SA3-LI meeting report for May 20-22 was provided for information purposes. The report indicates FBI contributions on Dialed Digit Extraction, MBMS, and WLAN were submitted and addressed without resolution or solution. The primary focus of the SA3-LI continues to be LI for UMTS Release 6 while also addressing CRs as necessary to previous releases. The report was noted with no action.
b. T1S1.LAES (T1P1/2003-014) – The contribution contained a draft meeting report for the T1S1.LAES June 30-July 02 interim meeting (T1S1/2003-171). The report indicates continued progress on VoP LAES for Wireline (T1.678) with a planned approved for ballot in an October-November 2003 time frame. The report also indicates that an example enhancement for a Revision C of J-STD-025 would be cdma2000 VoP and multimedia support. The report was noted with no action.
c. TR-45 LAES and TR-45 LAES Ad Hoc (T1P1/2003-013r1) – The contribution contained: 
a) a draft meeting report for the June 3-4 TR-45 LAES meeting. The draft TR-45 LAES meeting report provides information on the discussion of two new TIA proposed LAES projects. The report was noted with no action.
b) a draft meeting report for the June 05 TR-45 meeting. The TR-45 meeting report indicates the discussion and approval of two new TIA LAES projects and submission of the new TIA projects to T1 for consideration as joint projects. The report was noted with no action.
c) a draft letter from TIA to the FBI regarding participation of the FBI in the TR-45 LAES Ad Hoc meeting. Comments were directed to TIA. The letter was noted with no action. Comments should be addressed to TR-45 LAES(Terri brooks) or TIA.

Correspondence and Liaisons

a. 3GPP SA3-LI - none

b. TR-45 LAES (T1P1/2003-013r1) – The contribution contained: 
a) a June 24th correspondence to T1S1, copied to T1P1, regarding development of an OID Assignment Guideline and technical issues with the J-STD-025-A Origination message. The correspondence indicates the draft of Revision B of J-STD-025-B (PN-4465-RV1) will be available for review on August 11th; a draft review meeting is scheduled for August 13th, and plans to seek approval for balloting PN-4465-RV1 as a TIA Interim Standard at a TR-45 interim meeting on August 15th. If approved, the draft standard will be sent to the TIA secretariat and then T1 secretariat for balloting. The report also indicates the TR-45 LAES Ad Hoc has scheduled a September 29-30 meeting for TIA ballot comment resolution. Action: See new business.
b) a June 26 correspondence to T1P1 regarding acceptance of the T1P1 proposed text for J-STD-025-B on support for VoP LI in the 3GPP specifications, acceptance of the use of Object Identifiers, and a proposal for two new TIA LAES projects. Action: See new business
c. T1S1.LAES (T1P1/2003-014) – The contribution contained: 
a) a July 14 correspondence from T1S1 to TR-45 LAES regarding the proposed new T1-TIA joint LAES projects. The correspondence indicated possible enhancements for cdma2000 VoP and multimedia support for a new Revision C of J-STD-025. Included is the report are some T1-TIA agreements on joint work and joint work coordination between T1 and TIA on joint projects. The following was noted in the report:

c) the lead group has a responsibility to keep its partner organization informed of progress and to coordinate activities with its partner,

d) care should be exercised by the lead group when modifications to the other group's standards are proposed, and

e) modifications to existing standards must be agreed to by the originating group.

The correspondence was noted with no action.

b) a July 14 correspondence from T1S1 to TR-45 LAES regarding modifications to the Origination message. The correspondence was noted with no action.

New Business 

a. New TR-45 LAES Projects (T1P1/2003-013r1) - The contribution contained the two new TIA LAES Project Requests and Authorizations proposed to T1 as joint T1-TIA projects. A discussion occurred on the two new projects. The discussion and requested actions are captured in T1P1/2003-064.

b. Balloting J-STD-025-B (T1P1/2003-013r1) -  The June 24th correspondence to T1S1 indicated plans for balloting J-STD-025 Revision B in TIA as follows:

 Consensus was reached to pre-approve J-STD-025-B for a Trial Use ballot.
T1P1 Plenary Action:

1) 
A recommandation to ballot draft standard J-STD-025-B in T1 as a Trial Use Standard and for the ballot to complete in time for comments to be available no later than September 26.

2) 
Request approval for two T1P1.5 interim meeting (September 29-30 and October 22-23) to handle ballot comments.

3)
Indicate that ballot comment resolution shall not commence unless both T1 and TIA ballot comments are available.

c. Balloting TS 33.108 Release 5 (T1P1/2003-008r1) - The contribution contains the latest release of TS 33.108. The issue of balloting the specification was addressed. Consensus was reached to ballot the latest version of TS 33.108 Release 5 as a full ANSI standard. Ballot comments will be handled at the November T1P1 meeting as necessary. There was one objection: 
“FBI/ESTS objects to recommending the balloting of the Release 5 version of TS 33.108 by T1P1 as an ANSI standard as it contains a number of deficiencies (e.g., Packet Activity Reporting, Dialed Digit Extraction) which do not allow it to meet the needs of law enforcement.” 

T1P1 Plenary Action:  Approve balloting TS 33.108 (5.4.0) as an ANSI standard.
d. Technical LAES Issues for U.S.

1) Wireless Local Area Network Interworking (WLAN) – Contribution T1P1/2003-010r1 contained background information on WLAN. Contribution T1P1/2003-016 contained an analysis of LI for WLAN and a recommendation. WLAN was discussed. Action: None. The conclusion of this analysis is there is no need for additional UMTS LI capabilities for WLAN at this time from a U.S. perspective. Further review should wait until the architecture is stable.
2) Multimedia Broadcast/Multicast Service (MB/MS) – Contribution T1P1/2003-010r1 contained background information on WLAN. Contribution T1P1/2003-016 contained an analysis of LI for MB/MS and a recommendation. MB/MS was discussed. Action: None. The conclusion of this analysis is there is no need for additional UMTS LI capabilities for MBMS at this time from a U.S. perspective.
3) Dialed Digit Extraction (DDE) - Contribution T1P1/2003-009r1 contained background information on DDE. Contribution T1P1/2003-015 contained an analysis of DDE and a recommendation to submit a CR against TS 33.108 R6. DDE was discussed. Action: None.
e. Draft OID Guidelines & Procedures (T1P1/2003-013r1) – The contribution contained a draft TIA OID (Object identifier) Assignment Guidelines and Procedures manual for review and comment. No comments were received. Any future comments were directed to TIA and TR-45 LAES. Action: Noted and no action. Comments should be directed to TIA or TR-45 LAES (Terri Brooks).
