3GPP SA3 LI has become aware that the ITU-T Special Study Group on IMT-2000 and Beyond has initiated work on Lawful Interception. The prospect that the SSG is considering the creation of a new lawful intercept specification caused some questions amongst members of 3GPP SA3 LI.. 3GPP SA3 LI is specifying the interception aspects for UMTS Mobile Services and works in close co-operation with ETSI TC LI defining the interception aspects for handover interfaces.
Certainly, 3GPP SA3 LI believes that the subject is worthy of consideration and we hope the ITU-T SSG is aware of the significant progress made by 3GPP, ETSI, TIA and other SDOs.  Furthermore, 3GPP SA3 LI would be grateful if the ITU would indicate the status of documents 50r1 and 62r1 presented to the ITU meeting in Geneva in November.
3GPP SA3 LI welcomes further collaboration with the ITU-T on this matter following the restructuring of the study groups.
