Dear SA3,

I am glad to inform you that no major problems were encountered with SA3 matters in the SA#24 plenary meeting in Seoul 7-10 June 2004. The main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All our CR’s were approved but we (= Maurice and me) had to revise a few during the meeting. All these revisions were done on the cover sheets (category, specs affected etc.) except one: the proposed CR in S3-040420 “Support of EAP SIM and AKA in AAA server and WLAN UE” suffered from repetitive use of the word “will” instead of the correct form “shall”. The wording of the CR was also improved otherwise and the result can be found in SP-040463. 
2. Both of the TS’s we submitted for approval (i.e. 33.141, 33. 222) were approved and they are now under change control. One consequence of this is that these documents are progressed from now on by CR’s instead of pseudo-CR’s. The MCC spec manager pointed out that the “scope” clause in 33.222 contains only one note and one editor’s note. I promised a CR for next time to correct this.
3. The two drafts (TS 33.246 and TR 33.919) we submitted for information caused no major comments. 

4. The proposed WID “Network Protection against Virus Infected Mobiles” (see attachment to SA1 LS S3-040419) was significantly revised at the meeting. As a result, SA3 involvement is increased and contributions are now expected, especially from the supporting companies. The revised WID can be found in SP-040470 under title “Selective disabling of UE capabilities”. SA3 need to carry out a feasibility study on both the threats that could be mitigated by this type of mechanisms and the threats created by introduction of such a mechanism. 

5. The issue of interim security solutions for early IMS implementations was debated in the meeting. The SA chairman felt that the justification for the proposed 3GPP work was poorly expressed. The SA2 chairman was reluctant to include any interim security solutions into their TR 23.981 "Interworking aspects and migration scenarios for IPv4 based IMS Implementations" (see SP-040337). In an off-line discussion with SA2 chairman we agreed that the best way forward could be to have SA3 to lead the further handling of the issue. Therefore, contributions and potentially a draft WID are foreseen to our July meeting. One possible way to document interim solutions could be a TR in 33.9xx series.   

6. Surprisingly, several companies expressed interest to revitalize MAPsec work. The urgent reason for this is SMS fraud, see SP-040279. I explained that SA3 has had an open (although recently empty) agenda item at every meeting. A release 6 WID for MAPsec was approved as a result (SP-040280). It was acknowledged in the meeting that the biggest workload is going to be in CN4 but contributions to SA3 are also expected, especially from supporting companies.  

7. Further issues of interest in SA1 area:

· SA1 have clarified the role of ISIM in release 6 specifications. See the result in CR’s to 22.101 and 22.228 (SP-040292);

· Several new WID’s hint at future work in SA3:
i. SP-040303: All-IP Network Feasibility Study;
ii. SP-040306: Multi system mobile stations;
iii. SP-040309: LCS for 3GPP Interworking WLAN;
iv. SP-040304: Enhancements of VGCS in public networks (fortunately, my understanding is that the scope of our work on VGCS is already sufficient for this).  
8. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

· A couple of new WIDs were approved that hint at future work in SA3:

i. SP-040326: E2E QoS Enhancements;

ii. SP-040328: IMS enhancements for NGN (ETSI TISPAN – 3GPP workshop will be held on 22-23 June 2004 and after that both SA1 and SA2 plan to start working on this. As discussed in SA3 Beijing meeting, security is one of the critical issues). 
9. Issues of interest in SA4 area:

· We have had continuous liaison with SA4 related to MBMS and we also proposed a joint meeting in the LS S3-040443. There is already a reply LS available in S3-040461 in which Monday 23rd August is tentatively proposed as a date for a joint meeting. My preference would be to have the joint meeting on e.g. Monday afternoon and Tuesday morning instead of one full day because then there is a bigger probability for unambiguous output from the meeting. 

10. Issues of interest in CN area:

· Working relationship has been established with Liberty Alliance. 

11. Other issues:

· The PCG has a task to study issues with references to OMA specifications from general point of view (e.g. IPR policy issues). Before this study has been done, we cannot do much more for our specific OMA references than trying to make sure that the references are unambiguous and stable.  

· The schedule for release 6 freezing was not changed, i.e. the default is September 2004 but exceptions may be allowed for delay to December 2004. This implies that also SA3 have to create good explanations for features that are not completed by September but are still wanted to be included in release 6.
