· The scope of TS 101 671 is extended with "fixed NGN (including PSTN/ISDN emulation) and fixed IMS PSTN simulation". Is related to work done in TISPAN.
"emulation" is the ability to support the same services 
"simulation" is the ability to provide new services which although close may be subject to different protocols.

TC LI is still waiting for the TETRA updates for TS 101 671.

The work on TS 101 671 is not finalised so no edition 3 of ES 201 671 is made. To be reconsidered in the next TC LI meeting.

New v2.11.1 of TS 101 671 is in preparation and will be published by ETSI.

The first proposal for the new TR on the ASN.1 Tree Structure has been made by Manfred Beierer of Reg TP The TR includes a table showing the Object Identifiers for ETSI LI. It is the intention that this TR will be the basis for the ASN.1 tree on the ETSI site.

Such a TR might also be usefull for the 3GPP LI ASN.1 tree. That information is also missing on the ETSI site. Other 3GPP ASN.1 modules are indicated.

DTS/LI-00017: Service-specific details for Layer 2 Lawful Interception

TC LI has started a new work item to prepare a new TS on Layer2 interception. The Rapporteur is Wolfgang Schumacher of Deutsche Telekom. A first draft is already made available. The decision to make a new TS had preference instead of including the matter in TS 102 232 and/or TS 102 234.
