1 Summary

During SA3-LI meeting #16, in Barcelona the meeting requested to reconfirm the need for correlation of IRI records in relation to I-WLAN tunnels.

2 Introduction

The information received from interception may only be useful if it can be determained which product of which target it is. The correlation of the communication to particular sessions is required. In many cases there is implicit correlation possible via parameters in the intercepted product and via timestamps. The correlation may not be questioned in any situation. As implicit correlation is not unambigious in all situations there is the need for explicit correlation parameters. The correlation parameters make differentiation between different products possible.
3 Requirements general
For the use in court (a charge et decharge) but also as steering information it is essential to be able to distinguish between different products (sessions, calls, communication legs etc) of a target. This information must be given by available network elements. To distinguish on implicit parameters or interpretation of the content is not considered to be objective and not unambigious in all situations.

4 Requirements I-WLAN 
The I-WLAN allows for more tunnels. These tunnels can be subsequently or simultanously.
The tunnels can be used for different purposes and with different parameters. The IRI of a tunnel must be correlated to the correct tunnel. 
In the case of IRI-only this requires correlation between specific IRI-records.
In the case of content this requires correlation between specific CC packets.
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
