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3GPP TS 33.108 v. 6.8.2

During SA3-LI meeting #16 (Barcelona) a discussion was started on LI correlation between IRI intercepted in the IMS domain (SIP messages) and IRI/CC intercepted at bearer level in the PS domain. This discussion was mainly intended for rel-7 version of LI specifications, nevertheless there could be a need to correct possible mistakes in rel-6 version of the specs, leaving to rel-7 new/enhanced functionalities.

In TS 33.107 v.6.4.0 (see section 7.A.3, Multi-media events), it is stated that “The use of a correlation ID for SIP to bearer correlation is not defined in this release).

In TS 33.108 v.6.8.2, instead, in table 7.2, which describes the IMS event information and the mapping with IRI information, the correlation number is described as “Unique number for each PDP context delivered to the LEMF, to help the LEA, to have a correlation between each PDP context and the IRI”. As the PDP context belongs to the PS domain which is used as bearer, this description of correlation number seems against the functional requirements given in the quoted text from TS 33.107.

It is then proposed to correct chapter 7 of TS 33.108 v.6.8.2, so that a clear distinction is made between the GPRS correlation number used in the PS domain and the correlation number used in reporting SIP messages from the CSCFs. A separate contribution offers a CR to TS 33.108 accordingly.
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
