TS 101 331: Requirements of Law Enforcement Agencies

The actual published version is v1.1.1.

The specification is stable for a long time. However, a document was received for consideration from ILETS STC on message events in new services (such as PoC, VoIP, voice mail, e-mail, SMS, MMS). These events might be incorporated in TS 101 331. Koen is coordinating this work. We will keep SA3-LI informed on any impact on the SA3-LI requirements specification.

· Reference to specific version 1.2.4 of ETSI EN 300 097-1 is needed and references in table A.3.2 are corrected.
Not needed in TS 33.108.

TC LI is still waiting for the TETRA updates for TS 101 671. The TETRA specification is under construction.

The planning is that in TC LI#09 (June 2005) it will be announced that edition 3 of ES 201 671 will be made. Ed3 can then be agreed in TC LI#10 (October 2005) (if this is in line with the ETSI approval procedures).

There is a problem with publishing a new version of TS 101 671 because the AT-D specification is not published yet. The new ASN.1 parameter can not be imported and will cause a syntax problem.

New v2.12.1 of TS 101 671 is in preparation, but is put on hold.

Progress has been made in the work on the new TR. New text has been agreed for inclusion.

The new version will be v0.1.0 the basis for further work.

DTR/LI-00015: ASN.1 tree structure of the Security Domain

The report was sent to Ultan Mulligan of ETSI PTCC for checking. Modifications have been made and was already discussed in SA3-LI in Barcelona. SA3-LI has indicated to be in favour of this report and has asked TC LI for maintenance. TC LI will keep on doing the maintenance of this TR.

As advised by PTCC table 4.2 has been deleted. Because of the inclusion of all object identifiers from LI standards from other groups e.g. AT-D, the title has been changed to "ASN.1 object identifiers in Lawful Interception". 

The latest version v0.2.0 of the DTR is sent to the other groups (TISPAN, TETRA, AT‑D, PTSC LAES, WTSC LI) to inform them about the DTR. 

At next meeting the security domain portion will be removed to avoid problems with the version numbers.

DTS LI-00017: Service-specific details for Layer 2 Lawful Interception

Two rapporteur's meetings have been organised to progress the work on this DTS with the guidance of TC LI#08. V0.3.1 is the agreed outcome of the latest rapporteur's meeting and should be the complete specification. However, some editorials are still needed and final approval by plenary is still needed. If there is still a need for a Formal Modelling of Layer 2 Interception then this could be in a separate document if it is required. 

The goal is approval of the specification on Layer 2 Interception at next TC LI#09 in Rovaniemi.

8
Data retention 

A new Work Item is started on Stored data handover (DTR/LI-00020). It was indicated by several delegates that this issue is still a European political issue rather than a national requirement. Tony Rutkowski is appointed as rapporteur.

ITU-T

TC LI was informed on several LI activities within several ITU-T groups. Delegates will keep TC LI informed.

Plugtest on TS 102 232 

TC LI got a general introduction on the Plugtests performed at ETSI. It was agreed to organise an interoperability test of TS 102 232 LI implementations (Mediation Device and Monitoring Facility) at the end of the year. Before the meeting the Chairman has had discussions with some companies who have shown their interest. In the meeting several companies indicated there willingness to join the Plugtest: Aqsacom, Pine, ETI, Nice, Utimaco, Spectronic Denmark, Dezign Lab, Verint.
