If the document fixes stage 2 please provide references for stage 3. Or is the intention to fix stage 3 in the annex ( this is not in line with the first definition / scope

Who brought in the requirement for XML on HI2 (for IRI)?

Isn’t this already a stage 3 definition?

Structure of the document:

According to the scope, please make main chapters with the NGN sub-system and subchapter with Interception id’s; IRI and CC.

The current LI standards have no ‘temporary’ activation of interception.

(Interception is activated with the relevant id in the intercepting node according the period of time fixed in the warrant) 

If this ‘temporary’ activation would be necessary, please explain the reasons.

We could avoid that by either specifying exactly the same ASN.1 modules for both IRIIF and LIMF, or by not specifying ASN.1 for IRIIF at all.

Via a TDM switch(In this case use ES 201 671? 

Fig. 1 isn’t mentioned in the text

Still no explanation of the co-existence of Fig.2 and Fig.3. 

Chapter 4.2.2: What's "Media Layer"?

Chapter 4.2.4

· Kind of interception information, i.e. IRI, CC or both

Change to IRI or IRI and CC. CC only is no requirements; these are the possible / useful combinations.

· Other details related to the intercept such as the value of options

With no definitions of the option delete it.

· Other information as required

With no definitions of the option delete it.

Chapter 4.3.1.1: 

The subclause needs to carry the message in more clear way. 

Chapter 5

Wrong title.

Change it to: Identifiers of interception.

Misleading Fig. 2 

Chapter 5.2 and 5.5 

Would NGN address non-IMS multimedia services? If not, do we need these subclauses?

Chapter 6

Is chapter 6.2 (Methods related to interception) a sub point of chapter 6?

Chapter 6.2 

I guess the intention is that 3GPP IMS would be one of the components of more generic NGN IMS. Do we need separate 6.2.1?

Chapter 7

Chapters per access method might be necessary.

This is about interception domain, but some of the listed specs point to handover domain. Will these be mere examples of possible HI solutions?

Chapter A

Let's imagine that e.g. intercepting node's IRIIF encodes IRI record according to some specific ASN.1 module. In case this module is different from ASN.1 module used by LIMF, then LIMF has to decode IRI record and encode it again according to another module.
