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Introduction

TISPAN WG7 is active on development of the LI specification for the NGN. The NGN will be built on capabilities that exist in specifications from 3GPP, IETF, ITU and ETSI and wherever possible shall not add new specifications. 

One of the goals of TISPAN therefore is to endorse, in the sense of having joint agreement of TISPAN and 3GPP, changes and extensions to 3GPP IMS specifications to ensure that the scope meets the requirements of the fixed network operators whilst avoiding duplication of specifications in 2 (or more) standards bodies.

It is the goal of WG7 as the placeholder for the development of the NGN LI document to maintain the approach outlined above for the LI documents. This will entail analysis of the available specifications from 3GPP-SA3-LI and identifying changes required to ensure they fit the needs of the NGN. Draft CRs will be prepared and jointly agreed in SA3-LI and WG7 following the process agreed by TISPAN and 3GPP. In order to allow this approach to be followed WG7 will exchange updates of their work item (DTS/TISPAN‑07013) and invite 3GPP SA3-LI to contribute to the CR developments. In order to achieve this joint meeting may be required called by the rapporteur. Members of TC LI are also invited to contribute in order to ensure that the handover aspects required to support NGN are achieved in due time.
