7.6 TISPAN






Selvam Rengasami of ESTS reported that a 3GPP-ETSI TISPAN meeting was held on 30 March through 31 March, 2005 in Herndon, Virginia, in the USA.  The meeting was well attended (180 plus) and addressed a variety of sub-topics centered on IMS over Fixed Access Networks.  3GPP has been trying to influence ETSI to adopt the IMS architecture with minimal, if any changes.  Major issues include interworking with Network Address Translators (NATs) which may influence how the IMS is adapted by ETSI.  Information was also provided regarding the LI work plans by ETSI TISPAN WG7 which indicated that they plan to develop an LI framework specification addressing not only the interception domain, but also the handover domain.
Bernhard Spalt of Siemens commented that there will be a TISPAN LI meeting on 21 April in Oslo  see tdoc S3LI05_ 047 and tdoc S3LI05_ 48. He reported that this work is taking place in WG7 . tdoc S3LI05_ 047 is a draft LS from SA3-LI to WG7 and tdoc S3LI05_ 048 is a skeleton document which stresses the work already done in SA3 LI.
Giorgi Gulbani of Nokia reported that there has been a similar LS from ETSI TC LI regarding this work. See 12.3 below.
Ron Ryan of Nortel pointed out that the SA3 LI handover specification as written will not work for a TISPAN specification and that closer cooperation was essential.
It was agreed that these two documents should be forwarded to the WG7 meeting after a review later in the meeting.

10.1.1 Discussion – On the use of identities at PDG for I_WLAN Lawful Interception

This was presented by Maurizio Iovieno of Ericsson and follows on from 8.1 above and identifies the parts of 33.107 that are no longer coherent.
10.1.2 Correction on the use of identities for I-WLAN lawful interception tdoc S3LI05_035

This was presented by Maurizio Iovieno of Ericsson and is the proposed CR arising from tdoc S3LI05_ 034. He said the consequences of not making the changes will be a mismatche between TS 33.107 and other 3GPP I-WLAN specifications and there would not be reliable interception mechanisms and functions at the PDG. Giorgi Gulbani of Nokia suggested that 23.008 should be added to the references. After a lengthy discussion over the proposal for 9.3.1 it was agreed to remove the words “if available”. Selvam Rengasami of ESTS suggested that note 7 be amended to say that the IMSI will not be available in most cases in accordance with 24.234 which should be added as an additional reference. This will be re-presented tdoc S3LI05_ 035r1.
This was later reviewed and approved.
10.2 CRs towards Release 7

10.2.1 Change Request - Clarifications for the usage of the notion of a service in distributed IP networks







tdoc S3LI05_032r1
This was presented by Giorgi Gulbani of Nokia who pointed out that there are multiple interpretations on how to meet the requirement to intercept telecommunication services provided to UMTS customers. This ambiguity may have negative implications on applying LI framework to upcoming services on top of UMTS networks. He proposed additions to the definitions and abbreviations and further amended clauses.
After several amendments to the introduction for section 4 and to the definitions and abbreviations lists this will be reissued as tdoc S3LI05_ 032r2. 
As the paragraph in section 4  required further work this document was again reissued as tdoc S3LI05_ 032r3. After further amendment it was approved and reissued as tdoc S3LI05_ 032r4.

The paper proposes two alternatives:  Alternative 1 (Interception at the MRFC) and Alternative 2 (Enhanced interception at the CSCF). He concluded by asking the group to consider how to address the reporting of conference events.  24.147 defines conferencing in 3GPP (qv for MRFC). 
However it was not clear whether there was an alternative way forward and Selvam was asked to produce a statement of requirements and perceived problems so that the most effective solution can be found.
