· TC LI#10 in Sorrento; 4-6 October 2005

TS 101 331: Requirements of Law Enforcement Agencies

The actual published version is v1.1.1. The specification is stable for a long time. At the moment work is done on the inclusion of "Advanced service information" for General Capabilities, Voice Capabilities and Messaging Capabilities. The CR was commented by SA3-LI delegates who suggested to omit PoC, SMS and MMS from the proposed text. The matter is under discussion in TC LI.

ETSI TS 101 671: Handover Interface specification for LI

The actual published version is v2.12.1, but the preparation is started on the publication of v2.13.1.

09litd024r3: CR096r3 on Clarification of requirement to assign CIN values by relevant network element (Ericsson)

Addition of a note to section 6.2 related to the use of the CIN. 

Similar text might be included in 3GPP TS 33.108.

09litd023r2: CR097r2 on Clarification of requirement to provide full IRI for intercepted SMS messages, even if some of the information is embedded in the SMS message body (IRI for SMS) (Cecratech)

The background of this CR concerns the definition of the SMS content. A note is added  to section A.8.4 to clarify the IRI-Report for the transport of SMS messages. (GSM related section)

"IRI-related information, such as receiving MSISDN, which is included as header information in the SMS message body that is sent to the SMS service center, is to be included in IRI records."

09litd031r2: CR100r2 on Freezing ‘iRIversion’ parameter in ASN.1 module (Nokia)
This intends to simplify the version indication in the module IRI-Parameters. Similar amendment can be made to 3GPP TS 33.108. 
09litd029: CR098 on Updating imports statement for ASN.1 definition of the ULICv1 header (Chairman TC LI)

The CR aligns with the module version number in 3GPP TS 33.108. 

09litd030r1: CR099r1 on Alignment CR for IMS LI (Nokia)

New Correlation parameter which is defined in 3GPP TS 33.108. Also a new informative annex on IP multimedia subsystem (IMS) handover. It is an import into TS101 671. The whole text has been included into TS 101 671.
09litd045: CR103 on LDI event and oldRAI parameters (Chairman TC LI)

Alignment with TS 33.108. New parameters "LDI event" and "oldRAI" in 3GPP TS 33.108 are also introduced in TS 101 671.

09litd052r1: CR102r1 on Resolution (Chairman TC LI) 

The term resolution has been clarified in the ASN.1 description of IRI. However there was no general agreement on the inclusion of precision.

Resolution is the smallest incremental change that can be measured for time and 

-- is expressed with a definite number of decimal digits or bits.
Could also be put into 3GPP TS 33.108.

10litd013: CR101r1 TS 102 671 on Aligning LIID definitions (Nokia)

Aligning LIID definitions in TS 101 671 and TS 133.108.

10litd040r1: CR005 TS 101 671 on Informative example of FTP implementation across HI2/HI3 (Nokia, Wind, BNetzA)

The alignment of Annex C and F related to FTP implementation across HI2/HI3. 
Same applicable to 3GPP TS 33.108 ??

10litd031r1: CR104r1 TS 101 671 on Table F.3.4 for national use (BNetzA)
Type "7" is introduced d for national use in table C.2.1 and table F.3.4. Similar change can be done in 3GPP TS 33.108 if needed.

TC LI is still waiting for the TETRA updates for TS 101 671. The TETRA specification is under construction.

There is still a problem with including the new CableCom related ANS.1 parameters in TS 101 671 because the AT-D specification is not published yet. The new ASN.1 parameter can not be imported and will cause a syntax problem.

The planning is that in TC LI#11 (February 2006) it will be proposed that edition 3 of ES 201 671 will be made.

TS 102 232: Handover specification for IP delivery 

The actual published version is still v1.3.1.

There is a problem with publishing a new version of TS 102 232 because the AT-D specifications are not published yet. The new ASN.1 parameters can not be imported and will cause a syntax problem.

New v1.4.1 of TS 102 232 is in preparation, but is put on hold.

5
DTR/LI-00014: Lawful Interception of public Wireless LAN Internet Access

Again progress has been made in the work on the new TR. New text has been agreed for inclusion. The draft Report is considered to be stable for publication as v1.1.1.

DTR/LI-00015: ASN.1 tree structure of the Security Domain

The latest version v0.2.0 of the DTR is sent to the other groups (TISPAN, TETRA, AT‑D, PTSC LAES, WTSC LI) to inform them about the DTR. But no reactions have been received.

Giorgi has forwarded the tree for J-STD-025 which will be included in the Report.

Report is considered to be stable for publication as v1.1.1.

DTS/LI-00024: Service specific details for IP Multimedia Services

Proposals were forwarded for the inclusion of H.248 and H.323. They were considered for further study.

A new concept for the SIP IRI def. is under discussion, with a mapping to Begin, Continue and End instead of Report within 33.108.

A rapporteur's meeting is planned to progress the work in a smaller group.

ITU-T

TC LI was informed on several LI activities within several ITU-T groups. Delegates will keep TC LI informed. An LS has been sent to ITU-T FG NGN for inclusion of the ETSI LI standards (including 3GPP TS 33.106 3GPP TS 33.107 and 3GPP TS 33.108).

Plugtest on TS 102 232 

The plugtest is scheduled for 6-10 March 2006. The Plugtest will be performed at ETSI. It will be an interoperability test of TS 102 232 LI implementations (Mediation Device and Monitoring Facility). Interested parties can contact Mark Lastdrager of Pine who is doing the coordination for TC LI.

NGN LI

The day before the TC LI meeting in Sorrento a rapporteur's meeting of TISPAN WG7 was organised to progress the work on the WI on NGN LI.

In the TC LI meeting after long discussions the agreement of all participants of the meeting is the recommendation to use: TS 101 671/ES 201 671, TS 102 232, 3GPP TS 33.108 as Handover-Interfaces for TISPAN NGN. (see details in 10litd038r2)

ETSI Asian LI Event

Detailed plans were already made for the organisation of a Global Workshop in Asia (New Delhi) in November 2005. This was requested by OCG very long time ago. The program was made and the conference room was reserved. Until an Indian conference organiser took it on board. It suddenly became very commercial. And that is not the intention of the whole happening and not in line with ETSI policy. All preparations have been cancelled now.

GTSC LI event

At the GSC meeting in August 2005 at ETSI once again global cooperation on LI was mentioned. Chairman TC LI prepared a contribution on a possible data and possible issues to be discussed during such an event. The contribution was forwarded to the HoD.

TC LI has received a positive reaction from TIA/TR45 LEAS AdHoc. Informally less enthusiastic indications have been received from the USA. There is support from the chair of SA3-LI and WTSC-LI. It is a pity that no reactions from the other PSOs have been received.

TC LI was not really in favour anymore, but the opinion was let's try it.

An LS will be sent to TIA TR45 indicating that as more groups respond we will keep them updated about a possible joint GTSC LI event in correspondence with the SA3-LI meeting in January 2006 (cc to SA3-LI in 10litd048r1).
