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1. Introduction


Interception of SIP communication with interpretation/mapping of IRI is now under discussion within ETSI TC LI, WTSC LI and maybe other LI bodies.
This document / content was already handled at the Rap. Meeting of TC LI in Amsterdam as Tdoc: LI-rap11-17 HI2 SIP Event delivery.doc.
2. Reasons for SIP forwarding without interpretation 
The intention of this chapter is to show the main reasons for concept to forward the whole SIP message of a target without interpretation; extended with the common known parameters on HI2 as date time, correlation…..
2.1  Get a future prove solution

The family of SIP RFC’s is still growing and also the main idea of IMS and SIP Server is to get a flexible system with the chance to introduce new function and services fast.

As RFC’s are public available http://www.rfc-editor.org/rfc-index2.html it’s simple to find detail information about the intercepted IRI’s.
No additional standardization for mapping and or interpretation is necessary in this case the introduction of new services isn’t delayed, or the LEA side don’t loss information correlated to wrong interpretation …
2.2 Get all information available for this target

The whole SIP message includes all available information for the intercepted communication event, any way of mapping to already available events could only loss information!

2.3 Get the information as soon as possible

Any interpretation of an event consumes performance at the DF / MF side and delays the delivery to the HI 2 side.
2.4 Prevent call related restrictions

With the recommended solution no restriction to a communication as a call is made (could be), with a strict mapping to ‘call – events’ also some regulation could / might restrict the information to call events. 

2.5 Get a solution in line with 3GPP LI Documents

Already implemented functions for TS 33.108 could be reused in the LEMF.
2.6 Don’t get ‘many’ different mapping variants

The main question for mapping will be for which CS LI document this will be done ?
