7.3.1 This had been tabled by Peter van der Arend of KPN who said that there had been a plenary meeting of TC LI and a rapporteur’s session for the ISDN/PSTN and MMS IP services. The discussion on the extension of TS 101 331 continues. The TS 101 671 Handover Interface has several CRs and the version 2.14.1 is being prepared by ETSI and will become the third edition of ES 201 671.  The CRs are listed and checked for impact on TS 33.108. The TETRA and AT-D items are now incorporated. The Handover specifications TS 101 671 and TS 102 232 handover for IP delivery includes the AT-D specs. 

7.3.2. There has been a successful LI Plugtest event in March at which nine companies participated. There will be a number of CRs as a result. 
7.3.3. TR 102 503 has not been updated and waits on the update of the ASN.1.
7.3.4. The WLAN TR has been finalised and is with ETSI for publication. Work continues on MMS and other services.

7.3.5.The next meeting will be Limassol Cyprus in May.

This was reported on by Brye Bonner of Motorola who said that the group has disband. 
7.5 WTSC-LI draft meeting reports Jan-Mar 

tdoc S3LI06_056
This was reported on by Brye Bonner of Motorola who said WTSC-LI is developing mapping capabilities for VoIP for US law enforcement. The development will reflect the Mediation Function requirements for mapping as the IAP requirements are already stated in TS 33.107 and TS 33.108 and these documents will not be changed. WTSC-LI is analyzing the 3GPP call flows to ascertain where in the call flow the J-STD-025 like messages will be sent to law enforcement. This analysis will allow WTSC-LI to understand what messages and what parameters within the message can be sent to LE from the SIP information. There is a question about correlation and concern with trying to send call start and end messages and correlating these messages with an IRI correlation from the SIP mapped messages for the same call. There is also concern with trying to map conference calls which may not be fully defined by 3GPP. 
7.6 TISPAN







7.6.1 Bernhard Spalt of Siemens said that there had been a co-located meeting at St Martin but no formal report is available for this meeting. He understood that the LI question is being dealt with outside TISPAN WG7. There will be an ad hoc meeting on the Monday prior to the Cyprus TC LI meeting. It was noted that there is no formal arrangement between ETSI TC LI and TISPAN WG7 LI section. 
7.6.2 The Chair asked that Peter van der Arend of KPN and Bernhard Spalt of Siemens watch this development and report to the committee.

7.6.3. The Chair advised us that CableLabs has joined 3GPP and that Bernie McKibben is in charge of LI. We will be receiving liaisons from them via SA3.

He said ATIS PTSC LAES continues to progress work for LI wireline on the following projects/issues:

LAES for VoIP – Version 2 (ATIS-1000678-2006) was approved for publication in January 2006. The 2nd version provides support for supplementary services such as: subject initiated and manipulated Conferencing; Hold/Retrieve; and Redirection. Support for SIP ‘forking’ was also included. Some corrections were also made. No new revisions are planned at this time, but errata may be issued if updates/corrections are needed.

LAES for Internet Access and Services (previously known as IP Network Access [T1.IPNA]) – The proposed standard provides support for interception of Dial Up and Broadband Data including Internet Access (IP) Broadband Data (e.g., via DSL). Planned completion for balloting is 2Q06.

LAES for the Next Generation Network (NGN) – A Technical Report looking at the issues for LI support in NGN. Both TISPAN NGN and ATIS NGN specifications and reports are being reviewed for North American LI NGN issues and solutions for wireline. Planned completion for balloting is 2Q06.

LAES Job Aid – A Technical Report looking at various example network implementations and service offerings and the identification of the relevant LI standard supporting each service offering by the Telecommunication Service Provider (TSP). Planned completion for balloting is 2Q06. 

LAES for Advanced Conferencing Services – A Technical Report looking at the advanced capabilities of Conference Servers and any deficiencies in the current LI standards which need to be addressed. Planned completion for balloting is 2Q06.
The Chair asked if similar work is going on in TIA. Cheryl Blum stated that work is continuing in TIA on NGN in cooperation with TISPAN NGN.

It was agreed that all location dependant items (highlighted in green in the document) would be left in the document.
There was discussion on the proposed amendments to 7.4.3 PDP Context activation section, Completion of multi media in section 7A.1, Provision of Content of Communication, and
IMEI to be check for each call over the radio interface, in 6.3.2 Structure of events table 1. The document was modified based on group decisions. The rest of the editorials were accepted and the document will be reissued as tdoc S3LI06_ 053r1. This was later reviewed and approved.

11.2.1 Change Request –Missing ETSI  parameters on H12











tdoc S3LI06_ 048
This was presented by Maurizio Iovieno of Ericsson who said that there are missing ETSI mandatory parameters from the document affecting clauses B3 and B3a. He said that this problem is particularly important because LEMF equipment which is strictly compliant to ETSI 101 671 could discard/reject the IRI record coded according to TS 33.108.
Ralf Schmalbach of BNetzA suggested that an additional parameter would be required but Maurizio Iovieno explained that this was applicable to PS. 
During the protracted discussion that followed Maurizio Iovieno explained that if this change was not implemented then there would be problems with SMS report and optional parameters for location.
The Chair summarised that this would be needed if the LEAs were using TS 101 671 parameters. She asked if there would be a problem if an LEA used only a TS 33.108 decoder. It was reiterated that if both sides used the same module there would be no problem.
Ron Ryan of Nortel suggested that this CR is not required for compatibility reasons but only if these parameters must be recorded.
It was decided to retain the E164 amendment (with the same comment as in 101 671) and to remove the other three parameters. The document will be revised and reissued as tdoc S3LI06_ 048r1.
This was later reviewed and accepted and will go forward to SA and SA3 as new document number

11.2.2 Discussion – WLAN Interworking Interception Details (V6.0)









 tdoc S3LI06_050
This was presented by Selvam Rengasami of ESTS and is an update of the document tabled at the last meeting. It concerns Clause 2 (references), New Clause 8, Annex B.2, and New Annex B.7. 
Maurizio Iovieno of Ericsson asked about the correlation between IRI and CC in the AAA server. He had previously suggested clarification in table 8.9. Bernhard Spalt of Siemens suggested that the correlation between IRI and CC be deleted in 8.9, 8.11 and 8.13. This was agreed. 
To resolve this ambiguity para 8.1.3 was amended to show from which node the correlation number emanated.
The Tunnel disconnect reason parameter was removed from tables 8.2, 8.12 and 8.13 as being for further study.

The document was later tabled as tdoc S3LI06_050r1 and contained the revisions agreed earlier.
The Chair suggested that this contribution is resubmitted when the question of correlation is resolved. She asked for contributions on this point for the next meeting.  The author was asked to ensure that the ASN version number was correct. The new contribution number for this revision is

11.2.3 Discussion – Gaps in lawful Interception Solution for I-WLAN










tdoc S3LI06_054
This was presented by Selvam Rengasami of ESTS who hoped that the paper would assist in filling some of the gaps. He identified two areas –

A) Interception of WLAN communications in the visited network

B) SMS Interception for WLAN

He said that in the first case WAG may not necessarily have access to the unencrypted communications and encrypted communications may need to be sent to law enforcement. During the discussion that followed it was noted that since an operator is required to provide a key to decrypt the information when the operator provides the encryption, that this may be a case where encrypted information is provided with no key since the operator does not provide the encryption.  In the second, a solution is needed for reporting of IRI associated with SMS when only IRI is authorized to be intercepted. He recommended that SA3-LI address these gaps in the WLAN solution during the further development of the lawful interception specifications. 

This was noted and contributions are invited for the next meeting. Selvam will bring in for discussion LI architecture examples of the home and visited network for interception of WLAN communications.
Action Point: AP 06_11 Selvam Rengasami to bring in architectural examples of the home and visited networks to further discussion.

12.1 VCC and MBMS work items
