S3LI0683 Liaison report ETSI/TC LI to SA3-LI after SA3-LI meeting#21 in Lisbon this was tabled by the ETSI TC LI Chairman Peter van der Arend of KPN
who outlined the events since the previous meeting. The Limassol meeting had made an update of TS 101 331. There has been a problem with the publication of ES 201 671. There remains a problem with the CableCom specs regarding the ASN.1 coding and there is a proposal to combine AT-D and TISPAN with CableCom. He reported a successful Plugtest on the TS 012 232 family. There are two outstanding work items – IP Multimedia services and PSTN/ISDN Services. A new Work Item concerns Retained Data Handover and the ToRs have been extended to cover this. Problems remain about coordination between SA3LI and TISPAN on WI 07013. 
Maurizio Iovieno of Ericsson offered to draft a LS to TISPAN WG7 and TC LI that only stage 2 should be fixed for internal interfaces.

SA3LI0670 MBMS Stage 2 Requirements 33.107 This was presented by Alex Leadbeater of BT who said that this is a further development from the Las Vegas paper. He explained the four cases which are possible in this service. He said that the first case would not be dealt with but only cases 2, 3 and 4 considered. There was considerable interest in this proposal and it was noted that the items for further consideration are the subscription lists and the location information. The contribution was accepted as a basis for further contributions for which Alex Leadbeater will act as Rapporteur. 
SA3LI0675 CR on TS 33.107 – Support for Reporting Conference Events This was presented by Selvam Rengasami of ESTS and is a continuation of previous work.
This refers to contributions SA3LI0673 and SA3LI0676.  Following a number of observations he was asked to continue the work. Other contributions will be welcome. 
SA3LI0667 33.107 Editorial Update by Rapporteur. This was tabled by Berthold Wilhelm of BNetzA but presented by the Chairman.  After a number of amendments this was approved as SA3LI0667r1.

SA3LI0679 TS 33.108 - WLAN Interworking Interception Details (V7.0) This was presented by Selvam Rengasami of ESTS and is an output of the previous meeting. The outstanding issue concerns the ASN.1 parameter format for providing correlation information:  use format defined for GPRS access (GPRSCorrelationNumber) or new parameter (CorrelationValues) defined recently for use in IMS reporting. After some modifications the document was reissued as SA3LI0679r1. This was later reviewed and approved.
9. Continued Discussion and New Business

SA3LI0669 Voice Call Continuity Service (VCC) This was presented by Alex Leadbeater of BT and is an update from the Las Vegas meeting. The essential difference is that the SA2 TR 23.806 is now frozen. He pointed out that the functional entities could either be on the same server of spread out over several servers. He outlined three options but recommended that the full solution approach be adopted. 
In the subsequent discussion he mentioned that BT had probably done as much on this as possible. He suggested that the LEAs and the Regulators should now decide whether this application was of interest to them. He asked for contributions.
The document was noted and it was decided that Koen Jaspers of PIDS and Selvam Rengasami of ESTS will compile the requirements in this respect.

AP06_14 Koen Jaspers of PIDS and Selvam Rengasami of ESTS to compile requirements for VCC
S3LI0672 LI for one tunnel solution This was presented by Maurizio Iovieno of Ericsson who explained there is a new WI in SA2 arising from the fact that the amount of user plane data is assumed to increase significantly during the next few years because of the introduction of HSPA and IP Multimedia Subsystem. He said that the one tunnel approach could have LI impacts. SA2 is working on a number of solutions and he suggested that the views of SA3LI are made known. He analysed the three proposed solutions. These were discussed in turn and it was decided that a LS be prepared for SA2 expressing our concern at the change of functionality. The LS will be drafted by Maurizio Iovieno and discussed later.
S3LI0673 LI for conferences in the IMS domain This was presented by Maurizio Iovieno of Ericsson supported by Ron Ryan of Nortel. This refers to document SA3LI0676 below. He analysed the two proposals and recommended the first.
This was noted. See also SA3LI0675 CR on TS 33.107.
SA3LI0676 White Paper Reporting Conference Events in an IMS Context (V2.0) This was presented by Selvam Rengasami of ESTS who said that previous contributions have identified shortfalls in the IMS interception approach relative to addressing the needs for reporting conferencing events. The original had been presented last year and this contribution provided additional material and two solutions. 
This was noted. See also SA3LI0675 CR on TS 33.107 above.
SA3LI0674Time Synchronizing This was presented by Cesare Tensi of Wind SpA who raised the variations that might be experienced with the current method of unsynchronised time sources. The document was noted but in view of previous debates on this subject it was decided not to progress this proposal. 
SA3LI0677 Gaps in current approach for Lawful Interception (V2.0) This was presented by Selvam Rengasami of ESTS who said that the previous meeting had identified two further areas that needed to be addressed. There was some discussion on whether some of the scenarios were actually valid and the Chairman asked that some diagrams be produced to test these.  
The document was noted and it will be revised and reviewed at the next meeting.
SA3LI0681 Correlation Number for WLAN Interworking Interception This was presented by Selvam Rengasami of ESTS and concerns the parameter to be used to encode the correlation number. This was noted and could be adopted if there is a requirement for a new correlation number.
