Action/Decision Requested:

Both TC-LI and 3GPP SA are advised that ETSI TISPAN is currently working on standards for IPTV service to be carried over NGN.  Both groups are asked to consider the extent to which such systems may be subject to Lawful Interception and to advise TISPAN accordingly.

TISPAN also ask TC LI to identify where any further work on the interception and handover functions will be carried out if needed. This is principally to ensure that both sides of the interception domain are aligned.

Background and Rationale 

ETSI TISPAN is working on two Work Items DTS/TISPAN-01042 – Requirements for network capabilities to support IPTV services and DTS/TISPAN-01044 – Requirements to integrate NGN services and IPTV of which early drafts can be made available if required.

The essential functionality of IPTV services is to provide an alternative to traditional over-the-air broadcast and broadband cable TV services using NGN.  The IPTV service, as specified by other standards bodies, includes the core capabilities of Broadcast TV, Pay-Per-View TV, Interactive TV and TV Content-on-Demand, as well as similar sound-only programming.  

In addition to these facilities, some or all of the following ancillary services are likely to be integrated with IPTV service offerings:

· Telephony service, supporting a variety of advanced features

· Multi-party audio and video telephony 
· Voice, text and video messaging services 

· SMS and MMS services

· E-mail

· Consumer content upload and distribution, either 

· for access only by the originator, 

· for access by a closed user group

· for unrestricted access, with or without payment

· Interactive Games, single and multi-player

· E-mail

Consumer content upload may include (but not be limited to), video and audio programming, still pictures and file transfers.  

The messaging features will enable IPTV Service Providers to provide converged TV, telephony and internet based communication services, as well as the potential for a ‘click-to-talk’ voice messaging service.

All of these services will (subject to compatible terminal equipment and network access being available) be deliverable to both home-based and nomadic users, accessing their subscribed services either from alternative fixed network locations or wirelessly.

Rationale

ETSI TISPAN is anxious to establish whether the services described above may, in some jurisdictions, be regarded as telecommunications channels and thus whether or not such services may be required to comply with local legislation and regulatory requirements concerning lawful Interception of communications.  
Whilst in some cases it may be that the relevant service platform is already capable of providing the necessary capabilities, it is the understanding in TISPAN that the ultimate responsibility for LI lies with the end-user’s Service Provider, in this case the IPTV Service Provider.  
The latest draft for W-01044 therefore includes the following sentence -

IPTV systems are capable of carrying person-to-person communications and as such may in some jurisdictions be regarded as telecommunications channels and thus required to comply with local legislation and regulatory requirements concerning lawful Interception of communications.

This was intended to cover the case of converged services where the service platform may not have LI capability or the case of need to intercept consumer originated content.

Advice requested

ETSI TC-LI  requested to consider the issues at their earliest opportunity and to liase as necessary with 3GPP SA3-LI before advising TISPAN as to the need or otherwise to include the requirements for LI capability within its proposed output document DTS/TISPAN-01044 – Requirements to integrate NGN services and IPTV.
