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In the ongoing discussions in SA3LI on new features the interpretation of the generic requirements is discussed. This document gives some feature specific requirements.

Direct Tunnel

General LI requirements demand that the service will not change depending LI being tagged or not for a user or user service. LI shall also become active on ongoing “sessions” like a PDP context being active.

The current SA3LI approach is based on lawful interception is taking place in the S-GSN. Lawful Interception in the G-GSN is considered optional. With the Direct Tunnel feature the Lawful Interception capabilities in the S-GSN are bypassed. This makes G-GSN Lawful Interception Mandatory for the Direct Tunnel feature. 
Conference Call

It is required to report also Status Changes as part of the LI. A typical example of status change the activation of a service like call forwarding without receiving incoming calls.

In relation with a conference call the creation of a conference call by the target without actual use must be reported. 
A conference call as such can also be the target for LI. Status Changes here will involve the maintenance and participation of the conference call also without use.
