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1 Introduction

The main purpose of this Liaison Report is to inform SA3-LI on the work done in ETSI/TC LI after the SA3-LI meeting#24 in New Orleans which could be of interest of SA3-LI and to indicate any possible impact on SA3-LI deliverables.

The following TC LI event has been taken place:
· TC LI Rap#15 on Retained Data; Rotterdam; 23-23 March 2007
· TC LI#15; Riga; 23-25 April 2007
2 On IP TV
The LS from SA3-LI on IP TV was received and discussed. TC LI agreed to take in account the work done in SA3-LI on MBMS and to work together on any LI activities in this area. But first a reaction from TISPAN is needed before any work can start..
3 ETSI TS 101 671: Handover Interface specification for LI

The discussion continued on the CR from Deutsche Telekom and T-Mobile on the plaintext (en-clair) distribution of the CC. There is still no agreement within TC LI and the issue is transferred to Berlin. If needed a voting might be taken place.
From ZTE a proposal was received to describe the use in case when option A or option B is applicable. There was a lot of opposition to reintroduce any statements on the use of mono mode.  At the end is was agreed to add a note to table E.4.1: “CC stereo mode is the default mode (values 1, 2 and 3). Mono mode (value 0) is reserved to be compatible with previous versions of the present document and it could be adopted according to national requirements.” 

ZTE found out that figure H.1 is not clear. That is no description on the intention of the dotted line. A note is added: GGSN interception is a national option. TC LI is making SA3-LI aware that the IMS section needs some reconsideration. This section is also in TS 33.108.

5 DTS/LI-00042-7 Service specific details MS (mobile services) 

An update version has been discussed. The work seems to be almost finalised. The proposal is to go for publication as part 7 at next TC LI#16.
6 TR 102 528: Interception domain Architecture for IP networks
ZTE brought in a proposal to modify the reference model. After very long discussions it was decided to postpone this discussion to next TC LI#16. Much more study is needed to the effect on other ETSI Specifications and Reports in case that present model is changed.
7 Retained Data Handover
A rapporteur’s meeting has been organised to progress the work on Retained Data. And the issues were discussed further in the TC LI#15 meeting.

Work is performed on two new specifications:

· DTS/LI-00039: “LEA Requirements for Retained Data”
· DTS/LI-00033: “Handover interface for the Request and Delivery of Retained Data”
Minor changes were made to the Requirements specification. It is the intention to go final agreement at the next TC LI#16 meeting.

More work needs to be done on the Handover Interface specification. There is agreement that the signalling content will be described in ASN.1. When the specification is stable also an XML definition will be made available.

An other issue to define is the allowed questions on the way how Retained Data may be requested.

8 Lawful Interception and Retained Data Security

Like in the previous TC LI meeting again Security related to Lawful Interception was treated, Two presentations were given. 

After the presentations the possibility was discussed to collect the efforts of all the discussions and presentations in LI#13 and LI#14 concerning security in LI. There was support from several authorities. It was agreed to start working on a Technical Report on a Security Framework for Lawful Interception and Retained Data environments. 

3GPP/SA3 and the Security Group the GSM-A will be kept informed on the progress made. 

9 Impact

With the present agreed CRs there is noo impact on the SA3-LI specifications. There is only the request to check the IMS part in TS 33.108.
