3 Retained Data Handover
An extra rapporteur’s meeting has been organised after the TC LI#15 meeting in Riga progress the work on the handling of Retained Data.
Work is performed on two new specifications:

· DTS/LI-00039: “LEA Requirements for Retained Data”
· DTS/LI-00033: “Handover interface for the Request and Delivery of Retained Data”
In the Requirements specification some updates were made related to WLAN and National requirements. A clean version of the Draft TS is forwarded in Td S3LI07_079.
As a result of the Rap#16 meeting and after discussion after the meeting major updates were made to the Handover Interface specification. 
To start with there will be separated annexes for to handling of:

· Telephony services
· Asynchronous message services
· Synchronous Multi-media services

· Network access

· Trans-mission capability FFS
Retained Data is broken down into the following categories:

· Subscriber data:
information relating to a subscription to a particular service (e.g Name, Address)

· Usage data (or Traffic Data, Billing Data):
information relating to usage of a particular service (e.g. Call Records)

· Equipment data: 
information relating to a device or handset

· Network element data: 
information relating to a component in the underlying network infrastructure (e.g. location and identifier of a GSM base station)

· Additional service usage:
information relating to additional services used (e.g. DNS)

More details on the content of the request are included in the DTS.
· The service to which the request applies (the services are as defined in Annex B onwards).
In case of enquiries related to multiple services, a separate request for each service needs to be send. 

· The category of data (“Sunscriber”, “Usage”, etc).

· A set of “request parameters” that define which records are required. 

· The request parameters shall include a time window.

A start has been made with the definition of the ASN.1 coding. Especially the ASN.1 for the Telephony Services is already very detailed. For the ASN.1 two options were discussed: below the LI tree of besides the LI tree. The RetainedData Tree will be put besides the LawfulInterception Tree. The principle was agreed not to Import IRI parameters from LI standards, but to copy them.

The draft version of the Draft TS is forwarded as Td S3LI07_080.
4 Impact

Since no modifications were made to TC LI specifications there is no impact on the SA3-LI specifications.
An outstanding issue would be an update to TR 102 503 because of the publication of TS 33.108 v8.0.0.
