3 Status of the Data Retention work in TC LI
The requirements specification was slightly updated in our TC LI meeting#19 in Prague. 
After several dedicated Rapporteur’s meetings the Handover Interface specification for the request and for the sending of the Retained Data was considered to be stable at the TC LI meeting in Prague. The specification has been published now. At the TC LI#20 meeting in Levi 10 CRs were agreed. 
Several new parameters have been included and some corrections were needed. One CR was related to the addition of the decimal geoCoordinates to the GSMLocation”. An other modification was the addition of the gPRSEvent to the GprsInformation.
There are still a few issues not covered in the specification yet. More work is to be done. The MMS related retained data will be treated as telephony service. A first approach for the handling of Synchronous multimedia services was discussed. These will cover services that provide VoIP and MoIP functionality. 
4 RD Architecture

A proposal was made to start the creation of a TR about architecture and internal interfaces for implementation of a RD system. After some discussion the decision was postponed to next TC LI#21.
5 Dynamic triggering

In the TC LI#20 meeting in Prague a first discussion in TC LI took place on Dynamic Triggering and CCTF standardisation. The discussion continued in SA3-LI in Washington and on the TC LI e-mail server.
Several contributions were available in Levi for a detailed discussion on the issue. TC LI agreed to start a dedicated work item on “Dynamic triggering and CCTF standardisation”. Rapporteur is Alex. There are at present seven supporting companies.
The Scope of DTS/LI-00058 as indicated in the WI is:
“Service and network architectures are increasingly becoming non-monolithic, with multiple operators involved in supplying a service to a single user. It is not unusual for the service provider at the application/signalling layer to be different from the access provider. 

In addition, for some services it is necessary to have the option to perform interception in the core network where there is not always a link between the identifies used in the application layer (eg IMS IMPUs/IMPI) and the identifiers used in the access / transport domain (generally IP Address).

This work item shall consider the issues and develop solutions in existing TC LI standards for both single operator scenarios and multiple cooperating operators (either by mutual operator commercial arrangements or regulator requirement).

The work may include adoption and standardisation of the CCTF (Call Content Triggering Function) within TC LI as used by ETSI TISPAN.

It is expected that additional work will also be required within 3GPP SA3-LI and TISPAN WG7 in order to develop a common solution for dynamic triggering.”

The work on the new TS will be done in close cooperation with SA3-LI. SA3-LI members will also be invited for the TC LI Rapporteur’s meetings on “Dynamic Triggering”. Of course, SA3-LI members are also very welcome in the TC LI meetings to take part in the DT development.
SA3-LI will be kept informed on the progress made on the WI.

6 Impact on SA3-LI deliverables
The present modifications made to the TC LI specifications have no impact on the SA3-LI specifications.
