The Chairman noted that this document from SA recorded the topics for which no LI solution exists for Release 9. He asked the meeting if an extension should be sought to include them in Release 9. Bengt Sahlin, the new Chairman of SA3, said this would be acceptable as LI is self contained and doesn’t impact other features of the new release. However the feeling of the meeting was that some work on the LI was still needed and it would be preferable to include them in Release 10 rather than to rush into Release 9. The Chairman said he would prepare a Work Item Description for Release 10.
There was also discussion about the alignment of 33.106, 107 and 108. Koen Jaspers, who is the new rapporteur for 106 and 107, believed all generic requirements are already in 106 but that new service specifics could be added for clarification.

5.2 
SA WG3 

Alex Leadbeater provided the following update:

Release 10 freeze dates are March 2010 for Stage 1, September for Stage 2 and March 2011 for Stage 3. The driving force for these dates is the need to have the release ready as a candidate for the ITU-R IMT-Advanced requirement. The Chinese security algorithm has been passed to the SAGE technical committee for review. There is continuing work on IMS security and an incoming LS for SA3 LI. 
Bengt Sahlin is the new Chairman of SA3 with Peter Howard and Marcus Wong vice Chairmen.

Alex brought the Next Generation Mobile Networks Alliance (ngmn) to the meeting’s attention. It is a closed group which has been in existence for over three years and does some work in LI.

5.3 ETSI TC LI

Peter van der Arend made a verbal report for the meeting. Alex Leadbeater noted that there was agreement for an RDHI Architecture work item which could impact 3GPP members.

The above two incoming liaisons on the subject of IMS media security were presented by Alex Leadbeater and Alec Brusilovsky respectively.
In the first, Alex reported on the discussions at the last SA3 meeting in reviewing the LS from SA3 LI concerning the concept of periodic re-keying of sessions to support mid session LI activation. He confirmed that SA3 preferred the re-keying solution to the storing of lots of information and that SA3 are looking to identify a suitable mechanism. They will also provide advice on the protection of  keying material.
In the second LS, Alec Brusilovsky advised SA3 LI that SA3 is studying the MIKEY-IBAKE media security solution for possible inclusion in Rel-10. In SA3LI10_3r1 he gave a detailed presentation on MIKEY-IBAKE and support for LI.

There was a long discussion on the merits and shortcomings of MIKEY-IBAKE with the detectability of any LI solution being a major consideration. Alec said the mechanism had benefits for operators and that potential shortcomings could be addressed. The Chairman asked Alex and Alex to prepare an outgoing LS summarising the view of SA3 LI for SA3. This was agreed by the meeting as:

Alex Leadbeater tabled this latest version of the ETSI TC LI Dynamic Triggering document resulting from a Rapporteur’s meeting in Cardiff. To questions about the working of TTP function, Koen Jaspers said he was going to write an informative annex on the use of a TTP. There were some questions about specific scenarios and it was noted that the document would need adaptation for 3GPP as it would for other technologies.

Koen Jaspers presented these requirements discharging an action for LEAs. He said they will lead to Rel-10 CRs for the next meeting.
Peter Musgrove asked if requirements 1 and 7a were compatible. Koen said that 1 indicated that CAT/CRS was being used whereas 7a required the customised information. Alex Leadbeater wondered if IRI BEGIN in 7b should be REPORT or CONTINUE as a CAT file could be quite long. There were questions about whether the information should be delivered as IRI or CC and whether the customised content would be available before the call is connected. Terry Jacobson thought reporting could be done by reference rather than by sending each individual file but it was thought the target could make up a personal message not provided by the operator. 
Gábor Ungvári made the general comment that for IMS based CAT/CRS, current specifications provide all SIP messages which should contain all the required information.

In conclusion the Chairman asked for CRs to be brought to the next meeting for discussion and agreement.

Jean Trakinat presented LEA requirements for this new service.
Regarding 4, Gábor Ungvári said it was unusual for the node itself to become the target of interception rather than the usual named individual. The Chairman pointed out that this is what would happen if the node became public rather than private. There was concern about the possibility of over collection. Jean Trakinat remarked that whilst it was important not to over collect, the H(e)NB did not equate to a full cell site as it is an end user device and it has always been the case for fixed lines that not only the target would be intercepted but also anyone using that phone.
Alex Leadbeater proposed that 1 and 6, although of interest, are not LI issues but down to usage and National regulations. Koen Jaspers agreed but said he would like reporting of tampering. Alex said SA3 are considering tamper proofing seriously. Terry Jacobson suggested 5 was a statement not a requirement. Jean agreed and said that Home eNodeB specifications include local routing capability (SIPTO remains on premises, LIPA leaves) for which the LI scope needs addressing. Peter Musgrove asked if any consideration of Enterprise applications and LI impact had been made. Jean replied yes but only initial thoughts which need developing.
In summary, the Chairman said there was still work to be done on firming up on requirements leading to CRs. It was not sensible holding Rel-9 LI specifications for this and he would include it in a WID for Rel-10.
