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Inconstancy in usage if OID or DomainID in the IRI-parameters between CS and PS domain
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Make mandatory the OID or DomainID in the IRI-parameters in ASN.1 exchange between LEMF and MF in the CS domain at it is existing in the PS domain.
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Other comments:
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At the ETSI TS 101 671 the Object Identifier or DomainID in the IRI-parameters is mandatory for the sending entity in any domain, specially for CS domain … In 3GPP TS 33.108, it is also the case for the PS domain, but not for the CS domain.

In ASN.1, an Object Identifier or DomainID is not mandatory as it is implicit when the sending and receiving entity use the same definition and version. To avoid difficulties when receiving entity received IRI from different plateforms that can change from one version to another version of 3GPP LI system, it is recommanded to make mandatory the DomainID for the IRI-parameters with this CR. This proposal could be made in the next 3GPP release such as release 10.
