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1. Introduction
This contribution discusses possible alternative ways to handle future versions of 3GPP LI deliverables for GSM, i.e. TR 41.033, TS 42.033, TS 43.033, as part of the WID for rel-11 in tdoc S3LI11_078r2 and proposes a way forward.
2. Discussion

In addition to LI specifications for 3G and SAE/LTE (TS 33.106, 33.107, 33.108), the set of 3GPP deliverables contains LI specifications for GSM. The following documents are included in each release of 3GPP specification:
· TR 41.033 - Lawful Interception requirements for GSM
· TS 42.033 - Lawful Interception; Stage 1
· TS 43.033 - Lawful Interception; Stage 2

While these specifications are of course applicable to GSM networks, and have been adopted as reference in regulations and as input for implementations, they have been stable for several releases as the focus has been put on 3G first and SAE/LTE later. In addition, most of the new functions specified for 3G (CS and PS) interception are indeed applicable also to 2G and the 3G specifications could be used as reference also for GSM networks.

In the LI WID for rel-11, it is stated that SA3-LI will study updating or withdrawing the GSM LI documents TR 41.033, TS 42.033 and TS 43.033.
Simple withdrawing of the GSM specifications would create a complete lack of specification for GSM as, due to the numbering scheme and the presence of “1”, 33.10x are not formally applicable to 2G. So, in order to not create such lack, TSs 33.10x should evolve into new specifications formally applicable also to 2G, such as 33.20x. This would also have impacts on other documentation to correct references from rel-11 onwards.

Updating the text in GSM specifications to have full alignment with 3G ones could become a controversial work, due to possible different existing legacy implementations which would be impacted by the updated specifications. It is however worth noting that the 2G specifications only cover stage 1 and stage 2.
A possible pragmatic way forward, applicable from rel-11 onwards, could be to add some text in 2G specifications, stating that while they are kept as part of the set of 3GPP specifications, they are not intended to be updated and more updated normative text is found in the corresponding 3G specifications.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to discuss and agree the preferred way forward on how to handle 2G LI specifications.
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
