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1 Introduction

This Liaison Report is to inform SA3-LI#45 on the status of the work done in ETSI/TC LI which could be of interest of SA3-LI. After SA3-LI#44 in Barcelona the following TC LI events have taken place:
· TC LI#29 plenary meeting in Dun Laoghaire, 24-26 January 2012 (63 participants representing 44 organisations).
· TC LI Rap#26 meeting in Mainz, 4-5 April 2012 (25 participants representing 15 organisations).

On document numbering:
After long discussions within ETSI it was agreed after two years to modify the numbering scheme of meeting contributions. For TC LI we took the decision to indicate the meeting number again in the numbering and to start each meeting with Tdoc001. We are indicating the plenary meeting with a “P” and a rapporteur’s meeting with a “R”; like:
LI(12)P29001 as agenda for this TC LI#29 plenary meeting, and
LI(12)R26001 as agenda for the next TC LI Rap#26 rapporteur’s meeting.

v1.10.1 is in updating process after TC LI#29
3 Status of the Lawful Interception work in TC LI
1) The two TISPAN7 specifications (NGN and LI & DR) has been handled again. Again an LS has been sent with the indication that TC LI is still not satisfied with the handling of the earlier proposed modifications. 
2) The Service Area Identifier (SAI) as referenced in TS 101 671 was discussed again. It was agreed now to reference to 3GPP TS 25.413: “UTRAN Iu interface Radio Access Network Application Part (RANAP) signalling” like is done in TS 33.108. Same correction is done in TS 102 657.

3) In TS 102 232-1 a TRI message of type CINReset, with appropriate parameters, is defined to be sent on HI3 as the first message on any activation. The reason is that sometimes a CSP needs to deactivate an intercept and then to reactivate it at a later time with the same targetID and LIID. In case in a network it is required that the CIN needs to be the same a deactivation will result in loss of the state of the CIN sequence number and necessitates a reset to zero on reactivation. The LEMF may discard the received data.
4) The scope of TS 102 232-2 which was only focussing on E-mail services has been extended. The tile is changed to "Service-specific details for Messaging services”. The main goal was to include the possibility to signal voicemail related events (and call content) to a LEA. The proposal was agreed to focus not only on Voicemail but on "Unified Messaging". The ASN.1 definition is correct, but more explanatory text is needed.
5) In TS 102 232-3 an additional parameter " wireless-other" is added to indicated IAS via other type of Wireless access.
6) In TS 102 232-4 the length of the ASN.1 parameter “targetNetworkID" is extended to 128.
7) In TS 102 232-5 a parameter "nationalIPMMIRIParameters" for national use is added to get a list of all existing routing information.
There is no impact is foreseen on TS 33.108 in line with the above mentioned modifications.

Because of the extension of the scope of TS 102 232-2 and the change of title of TS 102 232-2 it was agreed to raise all specifications in the TS 102 232 series to Edition 3 when a new publication is needed.

4 Dynamic triggering of interception (DTS 102 677)
The rapporteur has proposed several additions to the DTS. All were agreed and resulted in a new update of the DTS. Actual version is now v0.7.0. Dedicated ASN.1 definition is almost available to be included in TS 102 232-1.
5 Status of the Data Retention work in TC LI

Again several additions and some corrections were made to TS 102 657. An update of the specification is in preparation.

6 Plugtests on Data Retention standards

The planned Plugtest event in January 2012 has been cancelled and may be organised later in the year.
7 eWarrant Interface (DTR 103 690)

The report was agreed and has been published as v1.1.1.
8 LI and DR on Cloud/Virtual services (DTR 101 567 and DTR 101 566)
A more detailed discussion took place on LI in the Cloud. Roger Wireless has introduced the use cases as already made available in SA3-LI. A dedicated rapporteur's meeting was organised. Progress has been made to the DTR on LI on Cloud/Virtual services. More use cases are shown and added to the DTR. We will focus first on LI matters. In a later stage the DR work will be started.
