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1. Overall Description:
GMLC and eSMLCs are used in some countries by LI systems to  supplement communication and signalling collected on targeted users, Currently such nodes do not have LCS functions specific to LI, based on our understanding of 3GPP TS 29 172 and TS 23 271.

There are LI requirements in these countries that any LI LCS signalling (LCS requests to locate the target user initiated by LI sub-systems) transiting through MMEs, GMLCs and eSMLCs, , including any O&M logging relating to LI activities needs to be segretated from normal, non-LI related LCS signaling, such that only maintenance and operation staff, who are authorized to access this LI LCS traffic and records are allowed to.

Zb from 6.5.2 of TS 33 210, is providing a protected interface between NEs, (MME, GMLC and eSMLC).
