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1. Introduction
Since last SA3LI in Sophia Antipolis there has been a ETSI TC-LI rapporteurs meeting in Amsterdam on 28 and 29 August and a ETSI TC-LI plenary meeting in Edinburgh on 24 to 26 September.
2. LI Hand Over Interfaces
There has been done maintenance in TS 101 671 on serving system reporting, reports at the termination of LI and the nature of the intercepted call. New versions will come out.
There has been done maintenance on TS 102 232 part 1 to 4 on PDU acknowledgement, DF option negotiation, option  timestamp qualifiers, streaming multimedia support to Unified Messaging and reports at the termination of LI,. New versions will come out. To the other parts no changes were made.
There is a discussion started to reorganise the structure of the TS 102 232 parts and TS 101 671. Currently there are a lot of imports of the elements between these specs. With the merging services this increases. The idea is to put all elements in one specification (e.g. part 1 or a new part). This might in the future also influence TS 33.108.

The rapporteur of TR 102 519 on WLAN LI started up the discussion to update this document. Residential WiFi hot spots are taking of.
3. Retained Data

The RDHI specification TS 102 657 has had some minor changes. NAT/PAT discussions continue. 
Similar or the same idea to put all elements in one specification also applies to the RD spec and its structure.

4. Security framework for LI & RD

TR 102 661 is expected to get some updates in the coming meetings. It was also agreed to start a TS with more detailed and practical security specifications for LI and DR.
5. Dynamic Triggering
The rapporteurs meeting has been used to further improve DTS 102 677. Another meeting cycle will be used to check if the document is stable for publication.

6. Cloud

Further work has been done to improve the report on cloud LI, DTR 101 567. The SA3LI living document on cloud was offered as input to TC-LI. In particular the use cases will be adopted  by the DTR.
7. eWarrant
The work on DTS 103 120 continues. The different national legal frameworks / procedures make work on definitions and common understanding move in delicate steps.

8. X-Interfaces

The work on DTS 103 221 has started. The scope and frame work of the document are under construction. Stage 1 issues are under discussion.
