TIA-1066 is based on ATIS-1000678.2006, Lawfully Authorized Electronic Surveillance (LAES) for Voice over Packet Technologies in Wireline Telecommunications Networks Version 2, and the TR-45.8 LIG will determine the impact and action to be taken on TIA-1066-A after the publication of ATIS-1000678 Version 3.

This work item is for the development of TIA-1072-A, LAES for cdma2000 Push-to-Talk over Cellular, Revision A.  This document is intended to become an ANSI standard.
