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1. Introduction
At SA3LI#51 Rogers indicated that it had seen some development in SA4 that may be of interest to SA3LI.
2. Discussion

At SA4#76 work concluded on Multimedia Telephony Service for IMS (MTSI) with a CR to 3GPP TS 26.114 to introduce requirements and recommendations for fixed clients and fixed-mobile interworking in S4-131303.

The work item “End-to-end MTSI extensions” also includes other work and is expected to continue until Q3 2014 so further corrections and updates can be accommodated where needed.

Rogers asked the chair to liaise the CR to SA3LI, as this may be applicable to the work on going for Separated VoIP Delivery.  The Chair indicated they would likely do that in their meeting SA4#77 Jan 20-24 2014, after SA Plenary had agreed to it December 2013.
Additionally SA4 is working on Extension to eMBMS, in particular DASH where information in the DASH client is stripped off, then to provide additional signalling in MPD (Media Presentation Description) headers used in eMBMS.  DASH provides a signalling mechanism to clients on different representation of the content at different bandwidth requirements, allowing the clients to select these URL based upon the buffer information within the clients, this reflects its connect  (quality) to the network.  In eMBMS these restrictions are removed, however the DASH client will still make these decisions.  Additional the representation may be downloaded and placed into caches, these caches may be network, base station or mobile located.

There need to be a agreement between the content provider and the service provider in order to support eMBMS service, as the resulting Broadcast of content may require different Regulatory License apart from a Cellular License.  The Content however may direct user to its own URL once set up, ie Ads, and or other services
Its not clear yet if user to user messages may be passed across this interface yet.

SA4 is also looking at HTML5 as the Presentation Layer for all media.  This has not yet received consensus.  The impact would be that this layer accessing eMBMS services, IMS Service, and WebRTC services, and permits a Cloud based app to do all these service, through the interface, and thus only Pictures or HTML code is interacted with the User.

IRI and CC become blurred and different.
