Adrian explained that his motivation was to add text to the Qualcomm contribution at the previous meeting, add some IRI interactions and charging information, and to make the approach more generalised.
Nag asked what was meant by “intercepting entity” as it is not defined. Adrian said the CR does not specify an interception point so used the term loosely and describes the data passed on by the entity but not how it is acquired by it. Based on Liaison Statements from other groups, Maurizio felt the CR should state that neither the eNB nor core network are suitable points and this should be stated clearly. He questioned the benefit of using the term in this release. The Chairman asked if the change should be withdrawn from Release 12. Selvam thought a start to the issue needs to be made and this provides an approach which with further work will lead to a full solution.
The Chairman and Maurizio pointed out a correction for the table in 17.2.1 and Claude drew attention to a Table error. Nag questioned the value of including charging event information and Greg noted that charging systems are not designed for real time reporting.
The Chairman asked how the meeting wished to proceed for Release 12. The consensus was to proceed with an IRI only solution which Selvam supported but asked others to work on the full solution. In the light of the discussion, Adrian agreed to revise the CR and presented:

Selvam said it was possible for the MNO to provide the web server function and Greg said some functions could be split giving rise to difficulties in identifying targets. This may need clarification in 33 106 but this is more of a Release 13 issue. Greg had some comments on the text that Selvam incorporated. He was concerned not to stray into the application level as this is outside the scope of 3GPP. Nag noted a number of new abbreviations that should be defined.

The Chairman suggested SA3-LI should change Re1-12 references to point to Rel-11, with a full deletion of the I-WLAN section for Rel-13. He asked for a volunteer to do this.
