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1. Administrative:

· PTSC LAES had one F2F meeting [February 11-12] in Miami, FL and two virtual meetings - March 25th &  April 2nd.  
· PTSC LAES will only have virtual meetings during the second quarter: May 13th & May 14th. 

· Nag Rao (Nokia Networks) was elected as the vice-chair by acclamation. 

· Nag Rao (Nokia) was approved by the Plenary to become the LNO with SA3 LI. 

· Greg Schumacher was approved by the Plenary to become the LNO with TIA TR 45.8 LIG.
2. ATIS-1000678 (VoIP LI) Version 3:  
· Approved for publication during the April 2nd virtual meeting with 2 NO votes. 

Notes:

· H.323 was removed from Version 3. Implementers have to refer to Version 2 for H.323.

· SIP message to LAES message mapping examples were made informative.  
· Sending of Encapsulated SIP Signaling Messages was made conditional (previously, it was optional). 
· A direction field was added to the Direct Signal Report (DSR) message. 

· ProtocolSpecificParameter was removed from all LAES messages. 

· Change message was removed. 
· When full content interception is not authorized, redacting of the call content inferring data (message body) from the encapsulated SIP signalling message.  

· When location reporting is not authorized, redacting of the location inferring data from the encapsulated SIP signalling message.  Separate fields in LAES messages to carry location information when authorized.  
· Call flows were revised. 

· Mapping tables were updated. 

· Confusing diagrams were removed. 
3. ATIS-100013 (IAS LI), Version 2:
· In first default letter ballot review. 

Notes:

· Version 2 standard was previously published in 2014.

· After the publication, some errors were discovered which made the ASN.1 in the published standard unusable. 
· The document was sent out for default letter ballot review due to one NO vote. 
4. Implementation Guidelines for ATIS-1000678
· In development.

5. Reporting of Errors and Exception Conditions

· In development. 

Notes:

· Allows the DF to report certain error conditions to the collection function. 

· Anticipation is to reduce the phone calls from LEA to TSP, when things do not work. 

6. Extended Calling Name  (eCNAM)
· A liaison from PTSC PSTN.
· Terminating network that serves the called party of a call may query a data base (in originating network or an external 3rd party hosted) to retrieve extended calling name and deliver the same to the called party.   
· The liaison was asking whether there would be any LI implication. Liaison was replied with no foreseen impacts, however, with a note indicating LEA took an action item to investigate. 
· LEA feels that some special considerations have to be made. PTSC LAES requested LEA to submit the required changes directly to PTSC PSTN sub-committee.  

· Assumption is that whatever is delivered to the Intercept Subject is delivered to the LEA as a part of the enpsulated signalling information. 
7.  Time Stamp:

· A new project, yet to be approved by the Plenary.

Notes:

· The Generalized Time format used in many standards is not suited, specially for those cases that involve high speed intercepts. 

· As an optional reporting method using binary reporting will be recommended. 

· Initially, a supplement will be developed to ATIS-100013 (LAES for IAS) standard.  
8. Cloud Lawful Interception
· This is joint group between PTSC LAES and WTSC LI.

· Three virtual meetings were held – February 18th, March 23rd and April 20th. 

· LI implications on Cloud based services.

· Still in development.
