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Summary
This paper summarizes Sprint's preference for a way forward on the two alternative architectures
Discussion

There are a number of business, operational and service benefits to S8HR roaming architecture compared to LBO roaming architecture.  Sprint has not selected its preferred approach, but wants both approaches to be sufficiently developed and supported by the appropriate regulatory tools to allow us to make the optimal business decision. Sprint also recognizes that it is likely that its roaming partners will deploy both options further reinforcing our interest in sufficient development of the supporting tools for both approaches.  We also are of the view that with the many new forms of access being utilized for IMS, many outside the realm of our roaming partners, that this is likely to be a future trend and we should be prepared to meet it properly.
As such we believe there are a number of areas that need to be considered and initiated at least within 3GPP SA 3 LI:

1. For S8HR address the following

a. Ensuring that end to end encryption of the GTP tunnel is not encrypted to allow proper identification of relevant traffic

b. Investigate the reuse of PCC to allow operators maximum deployment flexibility

c. Develop the signaling interworking function which interworks the raw signaling and content bearers into the legacy signaling context used by current LEAs.
d. Develop the service filtering function which extracts only the specific service that is covered by a specific warrant.

2. Some discussion how to approach retained data since it currently is not covered directly within 3GPP, rather within ETSI.  It clearly requires some new post-call processing interworking which is in scope of GSMA NG and could be based on new business models or at least new post call data flows.

3. A capability by capability comparison of LBO and S8HR interception capabilities.  This will help guide the work toward making S8HR in the serving network provide equivalent capabilities to LBO. It may also provide insights to possible improvements to LBO to cover current capability gaps in the serving network.

Recommendation
