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1. Administrative:

· PTSC LAES had no F2F meeting since the SA3LI#57 meeting. However, there were two virtual meetings – May 13th and June 22nd.  

· PTSC LAES is considering of having a co-located meeting with the other ATIS LI groups. Not determined yet.   
2. ATIS-1000678 (VoIP LI) Version 3:  
· This document is in the process of publication. 

3. ATIS-100013 (IAS LI), Version 2:
· Completed the default ballot review (no comments) and therefore, the document is in the process of publication. 
4. Implementation Guidelines for ATIS-1000678
· In development. 
5. Reporting of Errors and Exception Conditions

· The baseline document will be considered for letter ballot review at the next PTSC-LAES meeting. 
· Now ATIS has its own position in the tree:

{iso(1) identified-organization(3) dod(6) internet(1) private(4) enterprise(1) ATIS(30613) PTSC(4) LI-err-exp-report(1) version-1(1)}
· This project is the first one that makes use of the above provision.  
Notes:

· Allows the DF to report certain error conditions to the collection function. 

· Anticipation is to reduce the phone calls from LEA to TSP, when things do not work. 
6. Time Stamp:

· This is a new project to report the timestamp in the binary form.  

Notes:

· The Generalized Time format used in many standards is not suited, specially, for those cases that involve high speed intercepts. 

· As an optional reporting method using binary reporting will be introduced. 

· Initially, a supplement will be developed to ATIS-100013 (LAES for IAS) standard.  

7. Extended Calling Name  (eCNAM)
· A proposal for a new Issue Statement was received from OTD to address the impact of the eCNAM standard on LI.
Notes:
· Terminating network that serves the called party of a call may query a data base (in originating network or an external 3rd party hosted) to retrieve extended calling name and deliver the same to the called party.   
· If the extended calling name was delivered to the target in a abbreviated form, LEA still would like to get the full name acquired during the data-base query.  Some concerns were expressed on whether or not such a database query response reporting would fall under CALEA. Some were of the opinion that only those information that was delivered to the target had to be reported to the LEA. In fact that is what done in the CS domain according J-STD-025B. 
· OTD has an action item to discuss the matter internally and provide an updated Issue Statement to the next meeting.  
8.  Cloud Lawful Interception
· This is joint group between PTSC LAES and WTSC LI.

· Two virtual meetings were held – May 21st and June 18th. 

· LI implications on Cloud based services.

· Still in development.
· Peter Musgrove (AT&T) introduced the Draft ETSI Technical Report on Cloud/Virtual Services to this group. This document would be added as a reference in the CLI baseline. ATIS decided not to send any comments to the ETSI.
