5.4
Interworking considerations

The 3GPP network, home or visited, shall not be responsible to interpret the protocol used by the target, or to remove user level compression or encryption if these were not provided by the 3GPP network.

If the target accesses the 3GPP network via another access network (e.g., with  interworking between Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN)), the 3GPP network shall provide the LEA with the identity of the access network (as known by the 3GPP operator). When the target’s communications or signalling information is no longer available to the 3GPP network due to redirection or handover to another network operator, it is a national option that the 3GPP network shall provide, when available, the LEA with the identity of the network operator that has access to the target’s communications or signalling information.
National regulations may require that any messages, which do content target’s id, to and from AAA/HLR/HSS/EIR/MNP have to be provided to the LEA. It is the case of any activities related to the target such as interworking, or registration/access control to a new network, or subscription to new services or real time management of subscriber’s data, even if such information is from a non 3GPP network. By default, the raw messages will be provided. They may be delivered with extra information such as event descriptions if the messages are based on known standardized protocols and call-flows.
