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ETSI TC LI is very pleased to collaborate with GMSA NG, GSMA PMSC and SA3-LI on work related VoLTE Roaming Architecture.

The consensus from members of TC LI is that there remains a requirement for the retention of data in the S8HR and the LBO scenario in the VPLMN. The retention requirements are equal for S8HR and LBO. Therefore all parameters (for example, parties involved in the communications, location information of the roaming user involved in the VoLTE communication etc.) need to be available in the visited network as per a normal non-roaming communication.

Initial TC LI analysis of S8 Home Routing indicates that some of the required information is unlikely to be available therefore GSMA NG is asked to enhance S8HR in order to support retained data requirements. TC LI observes that the same applies to meet the lawful interception requirements in S8HR.TC LI looks forward to further collaborate on these matters and looks forward to follow-up communication for the relevant groups.
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
