The Chairman’s view was that if this is a capability that can be requested from an LI Warrant, then from an LEA requirements perspective it would be in scope and could be part of the 33.106. LEAs indicated they viewed this as part of LI.

Greg proposed broadening the Scope in clause 1. Chairman agreed this was sensible to ensure 106 clearly reflected the content of the LEA requirements. Ed agreed to work with Greg to provide suitable text.
The Chairman invited further comments. Greg proposed adding a definition for “LI-LCS Client”. Maurizio supported this and pointed out where the term should be used in Annex B. Nag had a number of points for clarification. Ed explained that he had taken much text from 22.071. There was discussion about the relevance of Emergency calls and services and Ed agreed to remove them.
