National legal interception requirements applicable to a VPLMN network operator can require a default system behaviour that allows the local country authorities to perform lawful interception. This requirement can go into effect at any time and is not dependant  on the VPLMN's updating their 3GPP access networks.
3GPP SA3-LI have noticed the following requirement in TS 24.302, Rel-13:

If [..] and the VPLMN has not indicated to the UE that the ePDG of the HPLMN shall not be selected, the UE shall [..].
In light of the quoted requirement in TS 24.302, 3GPP SA3-LI would like to clarify that when the UE has not explicitly received permission to select an ePDG outside the country or outside the VPLMN where it is currently operating, then the UE must select an ePDG connected to the VPLMN or within the country jurisdiction, if such an ePDG is available.
