Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

Definition format (Normal)

<defined term>: <definition>.
xIRI Message:
Intercept Related Information generated by the IRI-POI and sent over the LI_X2 interface to an MDF2. 

xCC Data:
Communication Content generated at the CC-POI and sent over the LI_X3 interface to an MDF3.

IRI Message:
Intercept Related Information sent by the MDF2 to the LEMF over the LI_HI2 interface.   
CC:
Communication Content sent by the MDF3 to the LEMF over the LI_HI3 interface. 
“X2 PDU”:
It is the PDU type set for the packet data units sent over the LI_X2 interface. The term xIRI messages is used elsewhere in the document. 
“X3 PDU”:
It is the PDU type set for the packet data units sent over the LI_X3 interface. The term xCC data is used elsewhere in the document. 
“HI2 PDU”:
It is the PDU type set for the packet data units sent over the LI_HI2 interface. The term IRI messages is used elsewhere in the document. 

“HI3 PDU”:
It is the PDU type set for the packet data units sent over the LI_HI3 interface. The term CC is used elsewhere in the document. 

“HI4 PDU”:
It is the PDU type set for the packet data units sent over the LI_HI4 interface. The term IAS Notification messages is used elsewhere in the document. 
AMFEvent:
The payload of xIRI and IRI messages that are generated by the IRI-POI present in an AMF. 
SMFEvent:
The payload of xIRI and IRI messages that are generated by the IRI-POI present in the SMF. 
UDMEvent:
The payload of xIRI and IRI messages that are generated by the IRI-POI present in the UDM. 
SMSFEvent:
The payload of xIRI and IRI messages that are generated by the IRI-POI present in the SMSF. 
MDFEvent:
The payload of IAS Notification message generated by the MDF2 or MDF3. 
POI:
A LI function that performs the interception (Point of Interception)

MDF:
A Mediation and Delivery Function that passes the information received from a POI to the LEMF. 
TF:
Triggering Function that triggers the interception at a POI. 

LIPF:
Lawful Interception Provisioning Function that provisions the POI, MDF with intercept data. 

LICF:
Lawful Interception Control Function that has the overall responsibility of LI security. 

ADMF:
That houses the LIPF and LICF. 
LEMF:
Law Enforcement Monitoring Function that collects the IRI, CC and IAS from the MDF.

LEA:
The Law Enforcement Agency that submits a service request with a warrant information to the CSP

CSP
Cellular Service Provider who serves the warrant requested by one or more LEAs. The CSP owns/manages the POI, ADMF, TF and MDF to provide the LI functions. 
IRI-POI:
A POI that generates the xIRI messages. 

CC-POI:
A POI that generates the xCC data. 

Directly tasked:
The act being provisioned by the LIPF.

Triggered:
The act of being triggered by the Triggering Function (TF).  
CC-TF:
A Triggering Function that triggers the interception at a Triggered CC-POI.

IRI-TF:
A Triggering Function that triggers the interception at a Triggered IRI-POI
