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Introduction
This document proposes an update to the text of TR26.955 targeting clarification on characterization framework for video codecs. Proposed changes to the text reflect and underline the coding configurations common between codecs under caractirization, such as use of fixed coding structure and avoidance of the multipass approaches for encoding which have been claimed for all submitted codecs.

In the clause 5.6 (Tests), suggested changes are marked with yellow highlight in the text below:
Only fixed periodic (temporal) QP and coding structures (e.g. GOP order, coding order) are permitted, without the use of any lookahead (sequence level multi pass encoding of a current picture or multiple pictures ahead encoding) that would alter encoding, rate-distortion optimization processes, coding tools settings, the QP, or coding structures (e.g. GOP order, coding order) dynamically per content. For HDR content, the QP settings may be adjusted within a frame as a function of the local, average luma and chroma values. QP and coding structures may differ from those used by the anchors, but such differences should be consistent for all content in a given scenario and should be described.
