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1. Introduction
The compliance of a JBM solution provided by the candidates should be verified by both subjectively and objectively at the same time. However, there are several issues needed to be solved for testing JBM subjectively and objectively. 
This is the main reason why the sources had proposed to test JBM only in the characterization phase.
For example, 
a) An actual delay added by a JBM solution has to be measured by a common objective method. 
According to TS 26.114, the delay should be measured by “the difference between the decoder consumption time and the arrival time of the speech frame to the JBM”. 
b) Using concatenated input files becomes problematic because the JBM processing may affects play out time of the output signal, which may not be aligned with the time of the input. On the other hand, each delay profile has 7,500 IP packets long and concatenation of input files is necessary for testing with these profiles.
2. Request
If it is proposed to test JBM in the qualification or the selection phase, the sources request the companies who propose those priorities to provide appropriate test processing plans for both subjective quality testing and the objective measurements of JBM design constraints.
If it is not available by the time for the qualification or the selection phase, the priorities for JBM testing should be changed accordingly.
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
