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1. Introduction
In SA4 meeting in Erlangen, there were several discussions on mixed content and music database.

It seems there may be following trade-offs to use a common database vs. to use listening lab dependent database but there should be no perfect solution.

· Subjective scores from different listening labs tested with different test materials are too difficult to compare each other.
· Even though we decided to use a common database, subjective score may be affected by local cultural difference.
2. Proposal

In order to get meaningful results, the sources proposes to use a common database for mixed content and music overall listening labs.

Proposed set of common mixed content and music materials:
· NB music: 12 items

· WB music: 12 items

· SWB music: 12 items

· NB recorded mixed: 6 items

· WB recorded mixed: 6 items

· SWB recorded mixed: 6 items

· Level controlled music for NB generated mixed: 6 items

· Level controlled music for WB generated mixed: 6 items

· Level controlled music for SWB generated mixed: 6 items

Note1: For recoded mixed materials, a common set of recorded mixed contents should be used regardless of the listener’s native language.

Note2: The speech signal for generated mixed conditions should be selected by listening labs according to listener’s native language.
